NEW CROSSING PRELIMINARY DATE AUTUMN 2022
It was in July 2019 that the Parish Council after being

contacted by residents started to push for an additional
pedestrian crossing at the West end of the Village across
the A259. Initial plans and ideas were submitted, first with
the previous KCC Councillor Martin Whybrow and now with
the support of KCC Councillor Andy Weatherhead, KCC
hope to secure funding from the Community Infrastructure

Levy. If finally agreed by the Joint Transportation Board at
KCC it is hoped that the new crossing, which will be iin the
area of Tesco, could be installed by next Autumn.

This is not a finalised deal but definitely a huge step in the
right direction to improve the safety of residents and
visitors trying to cross the very busy A259.
