150/19 Planning 
(a) Applications Received:
WP/19/00621/FUL – demolish the single storey church on the site and construct 2no two storey four bedroom dwellings with single integral garages, hardstanding for parking and landscaping – Church of St Anselm (RC Church), Churchill Road
WP/19/00623/FUL – erection of replacement dwelling, annexe, detached studio and associated development following demolition of existing dwelling, Mill House; Mill Barn; the Annexe and two outbuildings – resubmission – The Mill House, Mill Lane, Doddington Road.
Following discussion, it was resolved to support application WP/19/00623/FUL. No comments were required on the other application received.

151/19 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – Sgt Desrocher of Wellingborough Rural Team has confirmed that crime figures will not routinely be provided to Parish Council’s.  The police team will try and attend Parish Council meetings, when invited, if there is a specific issue to discuss.  Appreciation was expressed for the presence of PC Foster at the Remembrance Sunday service.
(b) Joint Action Group Meeting – the Clerk reported that matters raised at the JAG meeting were speeding on Doddington Road, shoplifting in the Co-op and ASB in the vicinity of the Co-op.  Fly-tipping at The Bends car park was also raised.  Wellingborough Rural plan to hold monthly surgeries in every parish in the Borough.  Dates to be confirmed.
(c) Community Speedwatch – it was resolved to support Community Speedwatch for 2020.

152/19 Sports and Leisure Development 
(a) Update on The Grange Sports Field development – planning has been held up due to DWH not submitting a reserved matters application for the sports field.  The Project Management Team are liaising with DWH to find a way forward.  It is now likely that a full planning application will be submitted, possibly as a joint application with DWH. DWH will be asked for financial support with the application and to provide mitigation for the delay to the development of the sports facilities.

153/19 Grounds Maintenance
(a) Grounds Maintenance Committee Meeting – to be held on Thursday 21 November 2019.
(b) Church Hall Subsidence – Removal of Tree – it was resolved to remove the lime tree at the top of the church steps.

154/19 Finance
(a) Finance Committee Meeting – to be held on Thursday 12 December 2019.
(b) Soap Box Derby – following discussion, it was agreed to allocate funds in the 2020/21 budget to buy equipment for the Soap Box Derby.
(c) Community Governance Level 5 – following discussion, it was resolved to increase the training budget for 2020/21 to cover the additional costs for the Clerk to attend the Learning in a New Setting module.
(d) Review of Electricity Costs – as many of the quotes received require payment by direct debit, it was resolved to defer making a decision until after the election in May 2020, so that changes can be made to the bank account to allow direct payment.
(e) Public Toilet Proposals – it was confirmed by All Saints Church that they would not be proceeding with the proposal to provide a public toilet, as this was not supported by the congregation.

155/19 Northants ACRE/CPRE Village of the Year Award
It was resolved to support an application to the Village of the Year Award and pay the entry cost.  The Clerk will work with the Festival Committee on the application.

156/19 Elections 2020
It was resolved that the Clerk begin to promote candidacy for the May 2020 elections.

157/19 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Alley form Dowthorpe End to Sheffield Way – it was resolved that the Clerk arrange a meeting between Parish Councillors and the local resident to discuss the situation.
(b) Removal of Tree on the Little Green Car Park – the concerns relating to the grounds where the tree was removed to be referred to NCC.
(c) Vehicle Activated Signs – it was noted that Mr Bond has stepped down from his role maintaining the VAS.  Mr Bond was thanked for his service.  It was resolved that the role be offered to the village maintenance operative.  If he is unable to carry out the work, it will be advertised in the village magazines.
(d) Bollards Thorpe Road/Compton Way – the Clerk has reported the problem of vehicles driving around the bollards to the grounds maintenance company, who have agreed to plant trees in the area.
158/19 NCALC/SLCC/ACRE Correspondence
(a) Report on ACRE Network Meeting – Cllr Morrison attended the event which focussed on rural housing.  A report will be circulated to all members.

159/19 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Earls Barton Library – it has been confirmed that EB Library will be closed from 15th to 31st January for refurbishment.  It will reopen on 1 February 2020, when it will be officially handed over by NCC  Thanks was expressed to all involved in reaching an agreement for EB Library to become a community led library.
