24/2025 Approval of the minutes from the meeting held 20/05/2025
Minutes were approved by resolution and signed by Dr A Khaliq.

26/2025 Appointment of internal auditor
It was approved by resolution that a NCALC internal auditor is going to be appointed from now on due to recent delays in completing the audit paperwork in time for the external auditors. Cost at present is £220 +VAT.
27/2025 Approval of accounts and annual governance statement
The accounts and annual governance statement was approved by resolution and the paper worked signed by Dr A Khaliq, as chair, and Dr S Khaliq, as Clerk.
28/2025 Village website and new email address for The Parish Council
It was noted that the Parish Council has applied for a ‘.gov.uk’ email address and website to be compliant in the Assertion 10 requirement.
29/2025 Improvements around the village
It was noted that National Grid no longer require access across the land where the new village sign and other improvement are planned as the cables supplying Orchard Bungalow are sufficient for their needs. The owner of the bungalow was made aware that once the work had been started on this area then there would be no future access available.  
A quote has been received by Hawkins fencing contractors to replace the fencing near the garages and disguise the substation to improve the appearance. The quote was £3200 inc VAT for all the works, including clearing the area, post removal and repositioning of signs. A resolution was made to approve the work and to start this as soon as possible.
A quote was to be sourced to build a stone plinth for the new sign.
The bench already present in the area has rotted so this will also need replacement. A resolution was made to purchase a new one at a cost of £420.
30/2025 Financial report
This was read by the Clerk and a resolution was made to approve the payments. 
The paperwork was signed by Dr A Khaliq, Dr S Khaliq and Mr Key to add Dr A Khaliq as another signatory with the eventual plan to close the NS&I savings account and open a new savings account with Metro Bank to make the money more accessible.
