	Mr. Burt raised three observations:

1. The sign pole outside Joselee on the A6121 is in need of replacement due to rusting. Clerk to report to Highways.
2. The hedges around the green are in need of cutting. CP observed that this cannot be done until September because of nesting birds.

3. There are some good dog signs in Stamford supplied by SKDC, e.g. outside M&S, and suggested we could get similar from RCC. CR reported that he had arranged a meeting with the Dog Warden for Tuesday next.
The Clerk advised that with only two Councillors present, the meeting was not quorate – a minimum of three is required. The meeting could still proceed, for reports and discussion of items on the agenda, but no decisions could be taken.

No report in the absence of a representative. The Email newsletter received recently indicated that there had been no crime in Essendine in the past thirty days.
Approval of the minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting and Council meeting held on 19th. May was deferred to the next meeting.

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The Clerk drew councillors’ attention to the credit note received from RCC in respect of the SIDs, which was a very satisfactory outcome. He also pointed out that the invoice to Leics CC was the final payment in respect of their website hosting, which expires on 31st. August.

A financial update had been circulated to councillors prior to the meeting. This showed receipts of £8,792, and expenditure totalling £10,770, which includes the payment to RCC of £8,582 for the SIDs.  The current balance stands at £10,899, from which some £3,400 is due to be expended on the play area repairs. With further routine expenditure for the rest of the year of approx. £2,500, the year-end balance should be in the region of £5,000.
Manor Farm:  Details of this application for a barn conversion had been sent to Councillors prior to the meeting, and Councillors Trickey and Rowland had indicated by email their support for the application. KA & RC also indicated their support, and the Clerk was asked to post this support on the RCC Planning website.
The clerk had emailed Plough Environmental to ask when works would commence, as the annual RoSPA inspection is due in August.  No response has yet been seen.  KA agreed to visit him shortly to ascertain his intentions. It was suggested that, should he not be able to start work soon, an alternative contractor should be engaged, in view of the urgency of the situation. RC agreed to cordon off the apparatus out of commission and attach “Keep Off” signs.
The clerk reported that he was close to finalising the new website, and expected it to go live in the next week or two. 
KA reported an issue raised with him by Mrs. Lindsey of Dunlin Road, who, as a result of a dispute with a neighbour, now finds herself in the position of having to apply for retrospective planning permission for a shed recently erected in her garden, because it was less than 7.5 metres from the road. The Parish Council will be notified of the application by RCC Planning in due course.
