i)  10/00250/AS  Sweatman's Garage Site – Demolition of existing business use, provide 5 new dwellings houses with 1 new shop unit with 1 flat above.  After a full discussion it was agreed to Support in principle but note concern over lack of parking spaces  and lack of adequate turning area with regard to shop deliveries.


ii)  10/00390/AS  Plot rear of The Smitings 28 Poplar Road and rear garden of 19 Coombelands – Alterations & extensions to existing detached outbuilding to form new dwelling house.  Erect detached garage for existing dwelling and amend rear garden of lot two with private drive and turning area (amended scheme).  Agreed to Support this application.
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iii)  10/00421/AS  Dobell Barn – New barn style annex attached to main dwelling built on site of former barn.  New timber entrance gate, brick support column and new section of wall tied onto and to match existing.  Agreed to Support this application.

Youth Forum update:  Cllr Lyon reported on a meeting he had attended with Carol Morton, ABC, the PCSO and the Community Warden.  As no youngster had attended the last meeting arranged for them Carol was hoping to set up an activity day with Brazilian football and street dance for example.  Funding could be provided by ABC for a basketball hoop and hard area which would incorporate a goal.  A permanent skate board park is not viable.  It is possible to set up a portable skate board park for 2 days shared with another village but venue is difficult.

Site meeting in Cemetery and Bus Shelter 24/4/10:  Cllr Lewis reported that it was suggested that the Cemetery be grassed to a point 30mtrs from the end with the path continuing down the middle.  Robert Pudan had recommended that grass seed be sown in August/September with weedkiller being applied in the meantime.  No further action should be taken with regard to the trees growing into the fence.  All these were agreed later on during the meeting.  With regard to the bus shelter thanks were given to Simon Dunford and Vivien Eldred for sanding out the offending artwork.  Clerk had spoken with Keith Larkin who had costed out anti graffiti paint at £500.  It was agreed that this should be done and £1000 should be set aside for the paint and wood staining the outside.  Karl Terry to be asked if he had a small number of shingles for the roof.  The results to be reviewed at the next meeting.
