Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting, 
held on Monday 10th September 2018, 7.30pm - Grinshill Village Hall.

18.72. Welcome, public session and partners updates.
The Chairman welcomed all present and particularly the two new Parishioners to the Village who raised with the Parish Council the subject of the notice posted in the phone box about closure. If this was the case the Parishioners are interested in developing a community library come book swap facility at the site. Members indicated that the notice could have been left by BT from the previous consultation on closure. The present position is that the facility remains which is being checked with Shropshire Council. The Chairman thanked the two Parishioners for their interest and hoped they would stay in contact and there being no other business at this point moved onto the next agenda item. 
18.73. To consider co-options to the Parish Council.

Two vacancies still remain on the Parish Council. Cllr P Jones agreed to follow up a potential candidate and all members agreed to continue to ask other Parishioners within the Village. Members also agreed that a letter from the Parish Council to anyone moving into the Village was a good idea and that the Chairman be asked to draft a suitable letter of welcome.
18.74. Apologies for Absence.
Cllr Mr Adrian Burr (holidays), Flight Sergeant Michael Shaughnessy (operational issues); James Thompson (Sansaw) and Tim Perkins (Balfours) the apologies were accepted.
18.75. To receive Declarations of Interest from Members of the Council.
No Declarations received
18.76. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on Monday 2nd July 2018.
Cllr A Powell proposed and Cllr T Wycherley seconded. The Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors.
	
	

	
	


18.77. Matters arising from the Parish Action Plan and minutes not on the agenda.
1. Parish Action Plan: the following items were agreed:

Members received the updated Action Plan and noted progress and resolved the payment of £190 for the memorial plaque.

2. Matters Arising: 
a. Silent Solider: Cllr M Roocroft agreed to retrieve the silhouette from the Chairman and investigate potential locations.

b. Pellegram: The Parish Council resolved to pay a £100 per annum affiliation fee for Pellegram as a useful planning addition for the Parish Council, Cllr T Wycherley.
c. Financial Regulations: Members unanimously agreed the regulations.

d. Cllr T Wycherley raised the need for a correction to the last Parish Newsletter in that the contact for Planning and Design (P&D Committee) within Grinshill Parish Council is Cllr P Jones details of which are held on the website. This would be corrected in the next Newsletter as part of Cllr S Lewis article.
e. Planning Enforcement across the Parish: Members discussed the most appropriate way of dealing with any planning enforcement issues that arise across the Parish. Resolved that the Clerk would make direct contact with the relevant Planning Enforcement Officer so Parish Councillors could meet the Officer to discuss in detail any concerns or issues that arise in view of the confidential nature of any reports.

f. Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL): Cllr P Jones fed back details of the recent phone conference held with the Head of Economic Growth at Shropshire in terms of CIL resources from development. Members agreed to a ‘CIL’ lobby of the Leader and Chief Executive at Shropshire Council in terms of the deemed unfairness towards smaller rural villages and hamlets of the resource distribution associated with development.
18.78. Parish Plan update:
Members noted the progress of the Parish Plan and resolved to set aside the second hour of the November 2018 meeting (8.30pm) for a closed session of discussions with the two Estate representatives on any potential ideas for the village.
18.79. Website:
Members received an update from Cllr A Powell in terms of the successful handover of administration for the site; attention was also drawn to the user numbers of the site from the report recently circulated.
18.80. Grinshill Village Hall:
Cllr M Roocroft will be attending the Village Hall management committee meeting later in the week and will circulate details of discussions held and actions needed to all members via email for inclusion in the action plan and any future agenda matters.
18.81. Highways:
Cllr T Wycherley updated the Parish Council on outstanding items within the Action Plan, his main concern relates to the lack of interest/progress in terms of the ‘accident cluster’ along the A49. Members resolved that a Highways lobby be undertaken with Shropshire’s Portfolio holder for Highways and Transport in terms of the concerns related to the A49.  
18.82. Finance and Audit matters:
1. A Bank Reconciliation and updated budget forecast were tabled and agreed unanimously.

2. Members agreed to submit an application for an Environment Grant from Shropshire Council once open for applicants to apply. 

3. The expenditure items set out below were agreed by members, plus to support a £50 annual fee for the Clerks mobile phone, and Cllr M Roocroft agreed to follow up on an outstanding cheque not cashed from 17/18.
