Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 18th May were approved and signed as a correct record.

Matters Arising from Minutes.

Cllr. Ron Cox advised that the KCC inspector had told him there was no money to resurface Norton Road. 
The clerk had contacted Cllr.Andrew Bowles who stated that he had asked for the road to have an auto
sound check  but to date had received no response despite requesting an answer in time for the PC meeting. 
He had sent an email notifying of his dissatisfaction for not getting a response in 
time for the meeting.  He 
confirmed that he will continue to request an update. The clerk had also made a second request to 
KCC regarding resurfacing the road but had received no reply.

Parish maintenance Update.

The litter bin on the corner of the sports ground had been emptied twice in the last two months after it was 
reported to SBC as overflowing.


Several pot holes had been marked for repair and carried out in Norton Road.


Fly tipping of a sofa and rubbish reported to SBC at Lower Norton Road/Stone Crossing had been 
removed.


A request had been made to SBC for sweeping around the grass triangle in Lewson Street this had been 
carried out.


Stephen Deering at Savills, representative for the Old Norton Ash Nursery had been contacted again 
regarding the gap in the hedgerow in Norton Road which encouraged fly tipping. He was also advised that 
the hedgerow in Norton Road was dangerous to motorists as it was overhanging the road. No reply was 
received.  Therefore, Peter Foster of FCA Farming carried out the necessary work of cutting the hedge.

The street light on the corner of Norton Road/Lewson Street had been reported as not working and had 
 been repaired.


An overgrown hedgerow at 1 Bullfinches Worlds End and a drain that had been placed in a kerb stone 
directly onto the road had been reported to KCC. They advised that this has been passed to the Senior 
Enforcement Legal Officer who stated that they will be taking action on both these issues the specifics 
will 
need investigation.

A Camper van had stayed overnight and had a bar-b-que in the orchard by the Church, Cllr.F.Boucher was 
advised.
