OTTERHAM PARISH COUNCIL

Minutes of meeting held on THURSDAY  28th May 2015 at Otterham and St Juliot Village Hall opened at 7.30 p.m.
Present: Chairman Councillor Lintell, Councillors Horwell, Northcott  and P and S Windley.  The Clerk Mrs L.Packer in attendance.  
1. The minutes having been circulated, prior to the meeting, were adopted and signed as a true record.
2. Election of Chairman It was proposed, seconded and unanimously voted to re-elect Councillor Lintell as Chairman and Councillor Horwell as vice-chairman and both duly accepted the Office.
3. Finance: 
a. Cashbook accounts, the end of year Summary of Receipts and Payments comparison with 2014 and the supporting Statement were presented and formally adopted by unanimous resolution.
b. Internal Audit completed with no issues to report.
c. External Audit. The Accounts as set out in Section One of the Annual Return were approved by the Council and questions 1 to 8 of the Statement of assurance put to the meeting and the questions answered Yes by the Council. No Trust Funds.
d.	Donation requests:
i.	 Little Otters Childcare Centre; Alteration to facilitate wheelchair 
access. No reply to letter to date:- Carry forward
ii.	Friends of Bude Sea Pool. Reply received and the Council were impressed with the hard work by the organisation indicated in their fund raising but felt parish organisation must have first call upon parish funding. It was decided to reconsider in the Autumn: 
carry forward.

d. Insurance: The Insurance cover was reviewed and new quote values for cover queried. The Clerk to investigate and re-negotiate sensible cover for this size of parish. Clerk with Chairman and one other Councillor delegated to approve and sign cheque for payment before the next meeting if required.

e. Noticeboard Jade Services had requested that the invoice to be paid within a month for the noticeboard rather than at the next meeting for the new noticeboard. It was agreed to delegate to: the Clerk, Chairman and one other Councillor to approve the installation and sign the necessary cheque upon satisfactory completion of the work.

f. Purchase of lawn mower: On presentation of the receipt it was resolved to re-imburse £589.00 for the new lawn mower for cutting the Churchyard purchased from South West Garden Machinery. The cost to be a donation towards maintenance of the Churchyard (Allocate £200 unspent budget from 2014/15 and £389 from budget for 2015/16) Cheque Number: 000218. 
4. Planning
i. PA15/03735 Churchtown Farm 
Councillor Northcott left the meeting having declared an interest as the applicant is her brother. After due consideration it was resolved to support the application. Councillor Northcott returned to the meeting.

ii. PA15/03847 After due consideration it was resolved to support the application.
iii. PA15/0495 The Waiting Room, Station House, Otterham Station. After due consideration it was resolved to support the application.

4.	Otterham County Primary School Adventure Playground Donation. Details of the project supplied as requested were presented. Councillors expressed disappointment that a plan of the proposals had not been included but were most impressed with the fund raising achieved to date by the PTA and being aware of the importance of local support to unlock external funding streams:
a.	 Resolved to make a donation of £500 from the Otterpower Community Benefit Fund to the Otterham School towards the new adventure playground for Otterham Primary School.
b.	Resolved that the Council in accordance with its powers under section 137 and 139 of the Local Government Act 1972, should incur the following expenditure of £500.00 to Otterham School towards a new adventure playground for Otterham County primary school which, in the opinion of the Council, is in the interests of the area or its inhabitants and will benefit them in a manner commensurate with the expenditure.
Conditional upon completion of the project and the new equipment being thereafter, kept in good repair.  
5. Reports 
b. Westwinds:

Satellite options for Cornwall offer of free installation received. Cllr. P Windley to continue to investigate possible solutions and potential funding sources; carry forward.
