Matters Arising from 2" June 2015

Footpaths and stiles:
Report for month given to Councillors.
Green Wickets- Richard has been to KCC and spoken with the new footpath officer who deemed the
proper way forward would be to re-route the footpath away from Green Wickets but as this would cost in
the region of £2000 it does not seem likely to happen. Richard is to request a meeting with owners of
Green Wickets and KCC to try and resolve the issue.
Pat reported that of the two footpaths that should be cleared by KCC only one had been done.

Highways:
Richard has contacted Matthew Balfour of KCC about the chevrons at Brook Gate corner, he is yet to have
a reply. Highways KCC have reported that a survey would need to be carried out before any works take
place and this will cost £500, Richard is to contact Charlie Simkins to request the funding.

Parish Plan: Richard and Peter had a meeting with Chris Burgess( Chairman of Parish plan)and the
booklet should be ready late September early October.

Community Governance: The paperwork has been submitted to ABC showing preferred boundary
change, the Clerk will report when the outcome is known. Action Clerk

Local Government Boundary Commission: Richard has contacted the Chairman of Smarden PC and
following discussions Smarden would prefer to stay within Ashford Rural West. Smarden PC and Egerton
PC will submit the appropriate paperwork. Action: Clerk, Richard King
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Queen’s Arms Notice Board: Thank you Bill for repairing the notice board, also Thank you to Scott and
Alan James for fixing onto wall.

Hall Notice Board: Claire will report after the next village hall meeting which Alison will attend to
ascertain whether the notice board is required or not. Action: Claire Foinette, Alison Richey

Community Assets: Richard is awaiting the return of the paperwork from the new people in the George,
he also needs to source a large scale map to show exact position of the George.

Village assets: Peter has been around the village taking pictures of assets shown on the register, the Clerk
has put these on file. There a few other assets within the Games barn and equipment to be photographed
which Bill will under-take.

Affordable housing: Alison contacted ABC and Sanctuary housing. Alison Richey reported that she had
been in touch with both Sanctuary Housing and Ashford Borough Council and the procedure is as
follows:

Sanctuary are made aware that a property has become or is becoming vacant. They then place this
property on the choice based letting website, selecting various options such as number of bedrooms
etc. Applicants have to be registered with ABC through the choice based lettings scheme in order to
be able to apply.

When advertising, what should happen is that the Housing Association will set the advert as Hard To
Let to allow under occupation of a property. This allows smaller households to view and bid for the
property without meeting the typical bedroom eligibility criteria. Preference will then be given to
those with the right bedroom criteria and a connection and then cascade to those with a connection
but smaller requirement as long as they can afford the property. In the past, Ashford Borough
Council admitted there had been hiccups and this box had not always been ticked and ABC had
missed it when checking their advert or assumed that the Housing Association would not allow under
occupation. They have assured the Parish Council that this will always been checked in future and
that advertising and application will be consistent in all cases.

If there were no local needs people whatsoever, a Housing Association property may be re-
advertised and then finally let to someone with no connection but the right bedroom eligibility.

In terms of eligibility to apply, if someone has a local connection to a village with Local Needs
properties, ABC will allow them to register with low or no priority regardless of housing need so that
everyone gets a fair opportunity.

A letter has been received from a villager, Alison explained the letter but did not mention any names or
address’. Alison raised the question about Harmers Way property which is not being occupied, Alison is to
check the rules and contracts of occupancy.

The Clerk and Alison will reply to the letter to the villager.

The Government is proposing that residents of affordable housing will be able to buy their house. If
Egerton is encompassed in this act it would leave Egerton with a lack of affordable housing. KALC feel
there should be a rural exemption to this act. Egerton Parish Council are to contact Damian Green MP and
KALC . Action: Richard King, Clerk
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Mobile phone signal: Matt Smith is to take on work on behalf of the Parish Council for a survey to be
carried out by EE for boxes to be placed around village to improve signal. The Clerk is to reply to an email
from EE about the survey and will keep Matt informed. Action: Matt Smith, Clerk

Insurance Renewal: The finance committee are to meet to discuss the renewal of insurance policy from
Came and Co and also a new proposal from Zurich. The policy is due to run out on 31* July so the
Committee will make the decision as to which is the best policy to go with. Action: Finance committee
