165/19 Planning 
(a) Applications Received:
WP/19/00671/FUL – proposed conversion of a 4-bedroom two storey dwelling back to 2 no. dwellings 1 x 2 bedrooms and 1 x 1 bedroom including subdivision of front porch and new door in front elevation.  Infilling of open element to rear elevation with French doors and 2 windows – re-submission – 31 The Square.
Following discussion, it was resolved that no comment was required on the application received.

166/19 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – it was resolved to invite Sgt Desrocher of Wellingborough Rural Team to a future meeting to discuss crime figures.
(b) Allotment Break-in – it was resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to replace the items stolen.

167/19 Sports and Leisure Development 
(a) Update on The Grange Sports Field development – a full planning application is expected to be submitted in January 2020.  Part of the planning application fee paid by EBPC will be refunded by DWH.  It was resolved to delegate powers to the Sports Development Committee to approve any matters relating to the planning application.  It was also resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to organise dates for public consultations.
(b) Earls Barton Cricket Club – Members of EBCC addressed the Parish Council requesting assistance in funding items for the new facility and to assist during the transition period.  Following discussion, it was resolved that the Parish Council would underwrite the full amount requested (up to £60639) from the Sports Fund, providing EBCC seek match funding opportunities through other grant providers.

168/19 Committees
(a) Grounds Maintenance Committee Meeting – it was resolved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 21 November 2019.
(b) Strategic Planning Committee – it was resolved to approve the minutes of the meeting held on Thursday 28 November 2019.

169/19 Skate Park Refurbishment
(a) Quote for Repairs – it was noted that the Clerk had approved the quote for repairs to the ramps under delegated powers.
(b) Tender Process – it was resolved that the Clerk go out to tender to recommended companies for the skate park refurbishment.

170/19 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Listening benches – it was resolved to approve the siting of the listening benches outside the Library, in the Rec and in the Cemetery.
(b) Road Closure Prince Street – it was noted that Prince Street (at the junction with North Road) is scheduled to be closed for three days from 29 January 2020 for Anglian Water to carry out works.
(c) Vehicle Activated Signs – deferred to next meeting.
(d) Notification of Essential Works on A45 – it was noted that works will be carried out on the A45 from the Great Doddington Junction to junction 15 of the M1 between 3rd and 21st of February 2020.
(e) Alley from Dowthorpe End to Sheffield Way – a site visit has been carried out.  It was agreed that the alley is very dark and potentially dangerous.  It was resolved to refer the matter to NCC to ask them suggests improvements.
(f) Parking Berry Close – the results of the resident’s consultation were considered.  As the majority do not consider parking on the green area on Berry Close to be an issue, it was resolved that no further action be taken at this time.

171/19 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Earls Barton Library – the Head of Terms for the Library were approved and signed.  It was noted that the details relating to the Library’s closure for refurbishment in November’s minutes were incorrect.  The Library will be closed from 20th January 2020, reopening on 5th February.
(b) NCC Draft Budget 2020/21 – it was agreed that no response was required to the consultation.
(c) Consultation on Proposed School Admissions Arrangements for September 2021 – it was agreed that no response was required to the consultation.
