	To receive and accept apologies for absence:  Apologies were received from Cllr Kent.

	To receive and note declarations of interest: There were no declarations of interest.

	To accept as a true record of the meeting the Minutes of the previous meeting: 
Minutes from the meeting held on 27th November 2024 were accepted as a true record of the meeting and signed by the Chair.

	To receive and note reports from District and County Councillors: (RJ arrived at 20h27) The roundabout was discussed and the PC asked RJ's advice; it was recommended that the PC meets with the Chief Executive NCC – Adrian copy in Sam Smith -Clerk to arrange a meeting – RJ will liaise with Sam Smith and ask them to invite the PC into a meeting and explain why they cannot have a roundabout/traffic control at the entrance to the village.
RJ reported that the recent weather was not as bad as expected and there was no flooding in the village.  Resurfacing is scheduled on Main Street. Unitary Councils will be in effect within the next two years and District Councils will no longer be active.

d. To approve the 2025-26 Budget and set the Precept: The Budget was approved and the precept was set at £24675.

	Environmental Matters/Nature reserve: the reserve is in good condition, more fencing will be installed and the PC is looking at installing a seat. All the tree guards have been removed and the trees are looking healthy.

	Flood Resilience Scheme: Waterways – RG submitted a report which has been read and a contractor is being sourced by VIA to complete all works by the end of March. Several of the dykes around the village have been unblocked by a resident which has resulted in free flowing water preventing flooding. The shelving has been installed in the resilience store. RG has two new pumps ready for use in the event of a flood.

	Highways and public rights of way: ongoing issues regarding potholes and the need for resurfacing; a grant has been applied for at County level for resurfacing. LJ proposed drawing up a legal letter in response to the first letter from Paul Hillier on 5th December (local transport officer) through NALC. RJ/NCC has sent a letter – Clerk to send NALC contact details to CC and LJ and Clerk to liaise with RJ about setting up a meeting.
