8. VILLAGE AMENITIES

 PLAYING FIELD
 The radiator on the mower has been re cored by Mansfield radiators, saving hundreds of pounds against the cost of a new one. The removal & refitting of the radiator was done free of charge by Richard Batty saving the council several hundred pounds in labour costs. The council thank R Batty for his work.
 Resident Gerald Wright has kindly straightened the goal posts and is donating some nets. The parish council is very grateful for his generosity.

Councillors O’Keeffe & Batty suggested that a seat be purchased in memory of Karen Wildgust ex councillor and long-standing clerk. Pictures of the seat were shown to other councillors, it was unanimously agreed to purchase a seat and have a plaque made in her memory to attach to the seat. The seat will be positioned on the playing field. Councillor Batty to purchase and collect. R Batty to erect. Councillor O’Keeffe to liaise with Councillor Wildgust regarding plaque wording. 

A plaque to remember our 2nd place in the best kept village 2018 has been made, there was discussion about where to position it. The seat outside Hall Farm was identified as a suitable place. Clarification that this seat was actually our property was needed. J Price who informed the council that the seat was made for the parish council by his uncle, it had been intended to mount a plaque on the seat in memory of his father. Unfortunately, this had been overlooked. Councillor Batty moved that if this was the intention, then the council should honour it and no other plaque should be put on this seat.  J Price stated that this is what he would prefer.  Councillor Batty asked J Price to advise the council what he wanted on the plaque and they would implement his request

All councillors agreed her points were valid and support her concerns. Councillor Wightwick to write to NCC and County Councillor Mike Pringle on this matter.

14. NEWARK AND SHERWOOD DISTRICT COUNCIL CORRESPONDENCE
Councillor David Staples has e mailed with regards to the minerals plan. He enquired if we would like him to attend the meeting. The council agreed that as there were no changes to Forterra’s plans this was not necessary for this point, however he is welcome to attend meetings when he is available. Accordingly, a reply to his e mail to be sent.

Councillor Wildgust commented concern that the draft minerals plan page 76 which contain two paragraphs of issues raised during the consultation appeared bland and did not reflect any of the Parish Councils concerns. Namely that the planning inspectors findings at the last public enquiry which put limits on the quarry workings are as relevant today as they were when ruled on. We believe they should be followed when granting any planning applications for development of the quarry workings.
It also comments that the worked area has been returned to agricultural land this is incorrect. A small portion had been returned to agricultural land but the majority was wetland / wildlife area. This questions the truthfulness and facts of the document. Councillor Wildgust to Email NCC minerals plan.
