a) Police Report -
PCSO C Parker, PCSO J Shaw and PC Cupit attended.
The police gave an overview of the crime within the area for January and February. It was reported that the crime in Langold was better than Carlton and there was nothing much to worry about.
It was reported that the Bandstand roof at Langold Country Park had been vandalised, It was queried when it had been renovated before and it was thought it was around 2012. A Lilley to contact Bassetlaw district Council Parks + Open spaces to report it and ask if it can be mended.

The Parish council made it clear that unfortunately, the allotments are not under the control of the Parish Council and therefore had no influence over the decisions made. The parking issue will be reported again to Highways.
c) LVHMC - Mrs K Walker report -
Mrs K Walker reported that the village hall continued to increase its bookings, Mrs Walker stated that the committee had decided to increase its prices a little due to the increase in utility prices. Mrs Walker reported that they had a new Yoga class commencing in April.
d) Cllr G Freeman report -

Cllr S Plaice stated that she had reported Firestation garage to Trading Standards - awaiting a response.
Cllr S Plaice stated she would request that 'speeding trap wires' be placed in the village to try and monitor the speeding and she would ask the Traffic enforcement officers to attend the village.

c, New Lock required for Pillar - it was agreed that a new barrier needed to be fitted - G Coe to seek prices and materials.
d, Tender advertised - Rent a cut re tendered for the cemetery maintenance and grave digging - the tender was agreed, The council were happy with the tender but asked that clerk ask the grave diggers if they could cover the spoil at the time of digging.
e, Memorial application - two memorials were reviewed - re inscription for M Mead and new memorial for A Bowker - Cllr J Bowker did not take part in the discussion - both applications were accepted.
230309 - Reports from councillors -
· Cllr D Hamilton reported speeding vehicles in the village - PCSO suggested that the parish council look into the community speed watch as they had received an e mail to say they were looking for 5 volunteers to help collect data and that there was £400 funding available - It was suggested that Carlton Parish council be contacted to see if they were interested in sharing the cost.
Cllr M Merrills reported that more Lorries had been driving through the village and this was because a sign had been changed in the locality asking Lorries to come through Oldcotes and Langold - M Merrills to get a photo.
Cllr S Plaice reported that rubbish had been dumped in Dyscarr wood - she is to report to get it removed.

· Village walk round with S Hird & S Plaice - still no update - A Lilley chased on numerous occasions, she will continue to ask for an update and Cllr S Plaice was asked if she could find out what was happening.
· Proposed street names sent in for new development - the council were happy that their recommendations had been taken on board and their names had been used for the new development.
· Report from Langold Allotment representative - Mr D Jackson attended and gave an overview of the work that had been completed at the allotments after a notice of enforcement was issued including - tidying up of plots, rat infestation work, handing over of a plot to Langold Dyscarr School. He reported that they are hoping to run a horticultural show at harvest festival time. He reported that the group were at present trying to sort the deeds to the allotments out in the name of Langold allotments Ltd. The council did ask if this was the correct, as it may be advisable to set up as a trust? D Jackson stated they were getting legal advice at present.
