Matters arising from the minutes:
1. Chairman’s Annual Report 2018/19.

Cllr A Burr presented his Annual Report for 18/19 to the Parish Council highlighting the work and projects undertaken over the last year. In doing so the Chairman highlighted the skills sets now in place with a full complement of Parish Councillors. Cllr A Burr advised members that he was not seeking to continue as Chairman because of an increase in workload. Members then thanked Cllr A Burr for his work as Chairman over the past three years in office.

Members unanimously agreed Cllr P Jones as Chairman for 2019/20

4. Declaration of Acceptance of Office as Chairman.

The Chairman signed the declaration of acceptance.

5. All Saints Church Grinshill.
Members referred to the recent meeting held at the Village Hall concerning the current situation relating to All Saints Church. The Parish Council agreed to look at assistance if all other avenues had been pursued and want the Church to engage and reach out to Parishioners across the Parish.

19.64. Parish Plan update.
Cllr Paul Jones updated the Parish Council with reference to the recent Place Plan meeting held by Shropshire Council in Wem. Parish Councils (including Grinshill) have now submitted updates to their individual Place Plans which will be used by Shropshire Council to develop the Wem Area Place Plan to ensure that the infrastructure needs required for communities are delivered.
Cllr Jones further advised that Grinshill Village has now been identified for Cluster Status as part of the Shropshire Local Plan Review. This aligns with our village Vision and Objectives and also the Parish Plan Review which have both been comprehensively communicated to parishioners over the past three years. In simple terms this means that the Parish Council have opted into suitable small-scale infill development, aspiring to offer a range of services and facilities to helping to create a sustainable community. The Parish Council will continue to engage with Parishioners and the two local estates to ensure that the Vision and Objectives are delivered in the future.
19.65. Website & IT Coordinators report.
Cllr Andrew Powell updated members on the website including the number of users and the pages visited. The Parish Council would also need some restructuring of the website to reflect recent changes and there are also new Web Accessibility Guidelines being published that will need to be complied once researched. 
19.66. Grinshill Village Hall:
Cllr M Roocroft agreed to circulate to members any updates received from the Village Hall and to raise events at their next meeting and report back.
19.67. Highways & Environment Sub-Committee:
Cllr T Wycherley updated the Parish Council on the A49 campaign in terms of the additional investment required for road safety and the continued dialogue with Shropshire Council. Members agreed to form a working party for the 6thJuly 2019 to tackle some of the over grown verges on the High Street. A positive response had also been received from Acton Reynalds Estate in pursuit of bins at Rock Road and the rebuilding of the wall on the High Street. Members agreed to pursue the costs of emptying of any bins provided. The Environment Action Plan was received and noted.
19.68. Planning, Development & Community Assets Sub-Committee:
Cllr M Roocroft updated members on the actions so far with reference to TV aerials, the defibrillator and removal of the WWI silhouettes. Members agreed that Cllr A Burr would join this subcommittee.
19.69. Finance and Audit reports.
The Chairman and Clerk signed off on the agreed Risk Assessment and Asset Register for 19/20
