REGULATIONS FOR MEMORIAL MASONS

March 2019
PERMIT TO WORK IN BROSELEY CEMETERY

1.
All memorial masons wishing to work in Broseley Cemetery must apply for a permit to do so and must provide the following information and documentation: 

- details and documents requested in the application form


- copy of public liability insurance


- copy of employer’s liability insurance

- copy of NAMM certificate, if held.

2.
Approved applicants will be issued with a permit which will be valid for 12 months and must be renewed at the end of this period.   
3.
Approved applicants agree to comply with the following regulations governing the installation of memorials in Broseley Cemetery.   Failure to comply with these regulations may result in the permit being withdrawn.

INSTALLATION OF MEMORIALS

1.
Memorials may be installed only when the exclusive right of burial has been purchased.

2.
Natural settlement of the grave will take place after a burial.  It is advisable to leave at least six to twelve months before erecting a memorial on a new grave.  
3.
Headstones may be no larger than 3ft / 90cms high x 3ft / 90cms wide.  Larger headstones will be removed at the memorial mason’s expense.  All headstones must be secured using an approved fixing method.  The grave number should be inscribed on the back of the memorial.  

4.
Kerb or border sets must be fitted so that the external measurements do not exceed 6ft 6ins / 2m long x 3ft / 90cms wide.

5.
Memorial stones for ashes plots may be no larger than 24ins / 60cms x 24ins / 60cms. The grave number should be inscribed on the back of the memorial.  

6.
Photograph plaques are permitted up to maximum dimensions of 6ins / 15cms high x 6ins / 15cms wide.
7.
Decorative chippings will be permitted only on graves where a kerb or border set has been fitted.
8.
An application for each memorial must be made in writing and delivered to the Council in advance.  The application must provide details of the proposed memorial, its size, material and inscription.  No memorials may be installed in the Cemetery without the prior approval of the Clerk on behalf of the Council.  An application is also required to add an inscription to an existing memorial.

Memorial masons are advised to obtain permission before starting work on a memorial as the Council will not be responsible for any losses incurred for works to a memorial which was not approved.

9.
All work in connection with the erection or fixing of memorials must be approved in advance by the Council.   Memorials may usually be fixed between 8.00am and 3.00pm Monday to Thursday and 8.00am to 12 noon on Friday, when the Cemetery Attendant will be on site.
10.
Memorial masons are required to undertake all work in accordance with the current edition of the Code of Working Practice of the National Association of Memorial Masons.
11.
No hewing or dressing of stone will be permitted within the Cemetery.

12.
All waste materials resulting from the erection of or work on memorials shall be removed by the contractor.  

13.
Broseley Town Council reserves the right to refuse permission for the erection of any memorial.

14.
All contractors must ensure that they complete the signing in and out book when arriving and upon leaving the Cemetery.
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
