Principal Duties and Responsibilities:

1.
As a priority to keep the pavements and other public places in the centre of the Village and the immediate surrounding area clean and free of litter in accordance with the a pre-determined work pattern. 
2.
As time allows keeping the other pavements and public areas throughout the Village clean and free of litter in accordance with a pre-determined work pattern.
3.
To report to the Clerk any damage or items of maintenance that need immediate attention.

4.
To provide a brief written monthly report on issues and problems encountered to the Parish Council Meeting on the second Monday of each month. (Due by first Monday in the month).
5.
To grit the pavements and public areas if and when required in adverse weather conditions.

6.
Any other duties allocated by the Clerk to the Council that are consistent with the duties and responsibilities set out above.
