	Report of the Parish Council 2025-2026
The Chairman presented the report on the work of the Parish Council for the municipal year 2025 – 2026. He thanked members and others who had contributed to a productive year.

Issues Raised by local Residents
· A resident updated members regarding the ongoing issue of the closure of the footpath adjacent to the allotments. It was noted that Newcastle City Council were seeking to made the path a Public Right of Way. Management of the allotments was also discussed with a further meeting of allotment holders to be held on 31st May to elect a new chair person. 
· A section of old fencing with barbed wire attached was identified on the path between Brunswick and Hazlerigg. There was also a roll of barbered wire, both of which were a danger to those good enough to litter pick along the path. It was believed to be left after development of the fields for new housing. Councillor Down undertook to raise this with the Developers.
