Overgrown Hedges within the Village  The hedges on Village Road and Church Lane had both been attended to but it was agreed to monitor the situation in the growing season.

Health & Safety at Work etc Act 1974 Freestanding Goal Frames  Cllr Bainbridge reported that there continues to be discussion by the Village Society as to the preferred size of the replacement goal posts.  The Clerk reported that there would be no increase to the premium by the PC’s  insurers. 
Fly Tipping  Worsall Bank Cllr Robinson reported the CCTV camera was now in situ and no further fly tipping had occurred since signage had been put up.  Fly tipping does not appear on the reported crimes list as it does not hit the criteria, it is dealt with by the Local Authority and not the Police.  

Firework Display November 5th Cllr Bainbridge reported that the evening went very well but that the volume of traffic and parking may be a problem in the future.  The PC asked the Clerk to write to Gill Bainbridge thanking her for her continued hard work in organising the event.
