Minutes of the meeting held on Monday 1st October were approved as a correct record and duly signed.

Matters Arising from Minutes.
The fence at 1 Wheelwrights Cottage Lewson Street had been taken down as per SBC instructions and replaced with a new fence.  However it is not the approved fence as per the plans which should be post and rail. The old footings had been taken out and the garage dismantelled. Cllr Trim will write to SBC regarding the site line.
The bulding plot next to 1 Wheelwrights Cottages had reapplied to have the orginal plans passed. The footings are in the incorect position which is too near to Norton Lane due to the fence at No 1 Wheelwrights being erected further over into the building plot in the incorrect place.
6. Parish Maintenance Scheme.
The corroded edge of the roadway outside the Sports Club in Provender Lane had been repaired by KCC.

KCC advised that the uneven footpath at the entrance to the Sports Ground from Norton Lane has been allocated to an officer.
Legal & General had been contacted regarding cutting of the hedgerow in Norton Lane, blocking up the entrance in Norton Lane to prevent fly tipping and the on going ragwort situation.  The PC had received no response from their e mails.  Natural England have advised Legal & General that the ragwort needs to be treated next year in April/|May.  If it is not carried out they will arrange for a contractor to carry out the necessary works and invoice Legal & General.
The drains in Norton Lane had been cleaned.
Lower Norton Lane had been closed for 7 days from 2nd October to enable carriageway repairs.
