Minutes of the virtual meeting held
on Tuesday 8th September 2020

Participating:

1. To consider any apologies for non-participation
MR gave apologies due to work commitments which were approved.
LH, MH and RW had technical issues and apologised for joining the meeting late.
CCllr BL & DCllr SM were unable to attend due to the meeting clashing with Sutton on Trent’s meeting.

LH and MH joined the meeting.

2. To receive any declarations of interest in items on the agenda
MM declared an interest in the clerk’s wages and for the Office licence/memory sticks payments.

3. To accept the minutes of the Parish Council meeting held Tuesday 7th July 2020 via Zoom 
The minutes were accepted as a true record.

4. 10-minute open forum to receive questions and comments from members of the public
ME asked whether highways would be adopting the new housing estate; the clerk offered to find out. 

5. To note the following matters arising from previous minutes 
a. Raised Bust Stop
The clerk had circulated an email from Elliott Mizen which confirmed that work would be in this financial year.
b. Community Support Group
LH reported that the telephone box was still being well used, the goodie bags had received many positive comments and there were still a number of residents asking for help with prescriptions. LH also explained that a table had been placed on the village hall drive for the exchange of excess home grown food items.
c. CIL Money bench application
The clerk had not received any update on the matter

LH reported that she had chased Pauline Laughton regarding the overhanging trees from the crossroads to the Great Northern who had now passed the matter to Mike Keeling.
MM reported that he had contacted Caledonian regarding the verges at the crossroads but that ther had been no response.

There was nothing to report but DCllr SM had contacted the clerk to say that the restriction on attending Zoom meetings had been lifted so she hoped to attend a meeting when dates did not clash.

7. To consider any planning matters
a. Notifications received

b. Planning applications to discuss
i. 20/01576/HOUSE – Carlton Lake Drive - garage
The size, visibility, flood risk and purpose of the development were considered but it was felt that there were no grounds for objection.

b. To consider the new NJC pay award the clerks, effective from 1st April 2020
The clerk outlined the impact of the pay increase.

The clerk noted that there was already some salt in all the grit bins – it was felt that this would suffice with a top up from the free bags. 

RESOLVED: To order 5 free bags of salt.

ii. Memory sticks - £21.98
iii. Clerks wages and HMRC – new rates plus back pay

RESOLVED: To make the above payments
(Proposed LH, seconded ME, carried unanimously, MM did not vote)

9. To raise any other business which may need to be included on the agenda of the next meeting 
RW and the clerk had been contacted regarding a damaged life buoy station. The clerk informed councillors that it had been reported to the Canal and River Trust in early August, via an emergency contact form online. RW confirmed that the station was still laying flat in the field so the clerk offered to chase this up.
