	Matters Arising from the minutes of the previous meeting
· Members were disappointed at the outcome of the planning application regarding Rotary Way. Councillor Loftus commented on his attendance at the Planning Committee meeting.


	55.
	Meeting between City Council and Parish Councils
Councillor Rawling and the Clerk had participated in the meeting held on-line and reported on the issues discussed – 
· Parish elections 2027 - the costs of any contested Parish elections would be shared 50/50 with the City Council elections. The anticipated cost to North Gosforth PC would be in the region of £9,370. It was agreed this be discussed further on considering the next Precept.
· Community Governance Reviews – These would be undertaken during 2026 and come into force at the 2027 elections. Members confirmed the previously submitted request for a boundary change.
· Parish Charter – The Clerk outlined the City’s intention to update the existing but outdated Charter that had fallen into disuse. While members agreed to consider what was required in the new Charter, the Clerk undertook to seek a version stripped of the outdated items.

	Member Portfolios
The following updates were reported and discussed -
· Grounds Maintenance - The damaged tree at Melton Park had been cut down but with a tall stump. It was agreed to seek a cut for reducing the stump. It was agreed that the grass be given a final cut in October and a cost requested for edging the grass growing over the footpaths. The Gardiner had undertaken to monitor areas he was responsible for an report any necessary work over the winter months. With regard to the area on Greenfield Road, it was suggested that the grass was not cut frequently enough and that an alternative contractor had been found. It was agreed to discuss this at the next meeting.

· Highways - Nothing to report. Councillor Rawling undertook to provide a hand-over for councillor Wright.

· Great Park - Melbury adoption had been confirmed and new street lights had been installed.

· Brunton Park - Nothing to report.

· Melton Park – The trees blocking traffic sight lines had been reported to Envirocall and some work had been undertaken. A follow up call to get the rest done would be made.

· Special Projects / HMOs – in the absence of councillor Linfoot it was agreed to leave this topic until the next meeting.
