1. Apologies:

2.  Notes of previous meeting:

3. Feedback Reports:
A brief update from Mrs Chittock – Sure Start, this service covers children 0-8 yrs, many of which can be under child protection. A sample of other information gathered is available in the allocated file at the Town Hall. 

A brief update from Mrs S Palmer – Summery of Thoughts from Youth Club, available on     Swaffham Web-N Plan - under Information Evidence & Useful Links.

A brief update from Mrs J Anscomb - there are various courses available in Swaffham, at the Community Centre and the Library but the major stumbling block is price, people just cannot afford to do the courses. Most adult education courses are available on line nowadays so although Hamonds Academy offered a good range these were not then followed up.

4. Evidence Base & information: 
Mr Morfey’s reports were circulated for the meeting -

These are available on the Swaffham web-N Plan- under Information Evidence & Useful Links.

For the benefit of the meeting the Consultant Mr Morfey explained how the map, given out previously to all the groups, should be filled in. At this stage, it needs to show what is available now and where. It will help give a visible, understandable picture. The next step is to add what the group would like in the future, a wish list of services, and where they could be built, or rehoused.
When all the maps are returned and overlaid we will start to see where the groups are overlapping. How they may have the same visions for their groups wish lists and which are more viable or more likely to achieve results. He recommended that the group look on the web at other parishes N Plan’s to see how they have overcome these same problems and the outcome. It will give the group a good base to start from.

Look at all the educational stages from pre-school up - what are the implications of what is adequate for the future.
What does Swaffham offer young people to encourage them to stay or come back after university? Jobs, leisure, sport etc. Gather information using the Evidence & Research forms. 
There are 3 venues which will be holding workshops on the N Plan. These are all open to the public. They will be advertised in the next issue of the Swaffham Newsletter within a four-page spread which will also contain details of the questionnaire with instructions on how to access it on the Swaffham Town Council web site. A paper version will also be made available.  

There were concerns from the group that not enough information is available in the newsletter editorial for the public to fill in the questionnaire and that this is not the best way to get the questionaire out to the public. It needs a lot more outlets to succeed. There were also concerns about the Workshops, what will happen at these and who will be there to answer questions! The group asked that all these concerns are fed back to the Consultants.

It was also questioned that if BDC are now doing a draft Educational Skills Research Consultancy Strategy, would this not be something that would be of interest and a help in the N Plan for Swaffham?
