MINUTES OF THE MEETING
HELD ON WEDNESDAY 11th MAY 2022

The Chair opened the meeting (7.30pm). He went on to introduce the Locum Clerk Richard Tyzack. He referred those present to the Agenda and item 14. He announced that this was not needed as the discussion was regarding the post of Clerk not individual person.
All Cllrs present signed their Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
All Cllrs present were handed the Register of Members Interest by the Clerk. He advised them to complete within 28 days and either give them to Clerk at meeting on 25th May or post direct to Monitoring Officer at SWAT.
1. Election of Chair
Cllr Turner asked for nominations for Chair. Cllr Holmes proposed Cllr Elliot. Seconded by Cllr Baker. Cllr Elliott asked for any other nominations. There were none. By a unanimous vote Cllr Elliott elected Chair. He went on to read and sign his Declaration of Acceptance of Office.
Cllr Turner left the meeting at 0742.
Cllr Elliott took Cllr Turners place as Chair. He went on to offer a vote of thanks to the retired Chair and Cllrs who had given service of many years.
2. Election of Vice Chair
Cllr Elliott asked for nominations for Vice Chair. Cllr Merritt proposed Cllr Baker. Seconded by Cllr Heard. Cllr Elliott asked for any other nominations. There were none. By a unanimous vote Cllr Baker elected as Vice Chair. She went on to sign her Declaration of Acceptance of Office.

4. Declarations of Interests

5. Minutes
The minutes of the meeting held on 23 February 2022 were received by Cllrs Baker and Holmes. The draft minutes are on the website. As all Cllrs had not seen them it was not possible to approve them. This will be on a future Agenda.

It was resolved the Chair would speak with various members he knew. His suggestion was to have Cllrs representing all areas of the parish.
Cllrs should be co opted by 24th June (35 days from meeting date).
13. AGAR
It is not known whether the AGAR has been completed. The Locum Clerk mentioned an Internal Auditor.
After the meeting and reading the February minutes Locum Clerk noticed that an internal auditor had been approved.
14. Exclude public and press
It was resolved to exclude the public and press from the meeting for the next item (15) on Agenda. The reason, that the matter was private and personal business regarding the Clerk.
15. Clerk
The matter was debated. After careful discussion it was resolved for Cllr Holmes to speak with South West Councils. They would be asked to write a suitable letter in order to reinstate the Clerk.
16. Close meeting
The meeting was closed at 8.30pm.
The Chair then referred to the Agenda that had been issued by the Clerk, Patricia Bainbridge. There were a number of items on that Agenda that needed attention.
The Locum Clerk explained that the Agenda had possibly not had the required distribution. The matters could be aired but no decisions could be made.
