	3. Officers Reports

	Chairman: Cllr Finch thanked the councillors, Cllr Motley, the Clerk and the volunteers and Lengthsman for their support during the year.   He reported on the installation of the defibrillators, the adoption of the telephone box and the first aid training for both adults and children during the year.  It is hoped during the forthcoming year to install Broadband at the village hall and to hold refresher first aid training.  

Shropshire Council: Cllr Motley reported on the new administration since the elections last May, with only one member of the cabinet coming from the South of the County.  There are still major issues over elderly and children’s social care funding despite a raise in council tax.  Cllr Motley has a new role with an overview of the Scrutiny Committee.  They have looked at the Maintenance Grant, Community Transport, Flood Management, Town and Parish Councils working more closely, Resilient Communities and the future of the Joint Committees.  Cllr Motley is concerned about the risk of losing the Community Enablement Team and has had regular meetings with the chairs of the Corvedale Parishes.  She continues to chair the Rural Services Network highlighting funding gaps with the government.  The new administration is keen on economic growth to reduce dependence on Central Government Funding. European Development Funding has been made available to rural businesses. Cllr Motley is also vice-chair of the Management and Partnership board of the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty, sits on groups considering planning policy, oversees delivery of the revised Local Plan and attends Parish Council Meetings.
Village Hall Committee: Cllr R Gatehouse was not in attendance.

Local Joint Committee: Cllr R Gatehouse was not in attendance.
Flood Action Group: Cllr Parker reported that the group was involved in Emergency Planning.

Louisa Powell Almshouses: Cllr Williams reported that the Almshouses were now being managed by Eric Williams who oversees several local Almshouses. More appropriate rents were now in place and more houses were having heating installed. 3 houses need work to install fire breaks in the roofs.  All houses are now occupied.  A representative from Stanton Lacy Parish Council will still be required.
