

Kirklington Annual Parish Council Meeting & Ordinary Parish Council Meeting (combined) 
Minutes of the Annual Parish Council and Ordinary Parish Council Meetings held in the Village Hall on Wed 8th May 2019 (following Annual Parish Meeting).

Annual Meeting 
1. Declarations of Interest (for both meetings)
None.
2. Election of new Chair 
As he knew he would attend the meeting slightly later, RSR had emailed members ahead of the meeting advising he was happy to continue as Chairman of KPC, unless anyone else wanted to take over.  There was unanimous agreement for RSR to continue, and he was re-elected as Chairman of KPC. Proposed AT, seconded IW.
3. Election of new Vice-Chair
SB was elected to continue as Vice-Chair of KPC. Proposed AT, seconded PM.
4. Election of new Treasurer
IW was re-elected as Treasurer of KPC. Proposed SB, seconded AT.
There were no other nominations for any of the above roles, and the PC members were unanimous in their agreement.  
5. Minutes of last Annual Parish Council Meeting 
Minutes from the last Annual Parish Council Meeting (Monday 14th May 2018) were signed off at the following meeting on 11th June 2018 so no further action required.
6. Minutes of last ordinary Parish Council Meeting

The minutes from the last ordinary Parish Council meeting (held Monday 1st April 2019) were agreed and signed as a true record in terms of content – HC will amend date as month incorrectly showed March instead of April. Proposed IW, seconded AT.
7. Roles for the forthcoming year 2019-20 
The following roles remain the same and were unanimously agreed:
RSR – Chair, Highways, Health & Safety, Church Contact (inc Christmas tree), bank signatory
AT – Planning, VHMC liaison, bank signatory
SB – Vice-Chair, Village school governor / liaison

IW – Treasurer, accident reporting, WINGS liaison, bank signatory

PM – Verges, street lighting, footpaths

MS – Flooding and drains
SS – Safer Neighbourhood Group (SNG) liaison, WINGS liaison 
8. Adoption of the Chairman’s Annual Report
The Chairman’s Annual report was agreed and adopted.  Proposed IW, seconded AT.

9. Treasurer’s Annual Report (IW)
· Income – Following an increase in reserves of £800 in 2017/18, this year KPC agreed to increase the Precept by £200 to £6000 in an effort to reach our stated long-term objective of increasing our reserves to the recommended levels of one and a half times our annual Precept. At the financial year end, our accounts show we have approx. £6,600 in reserves, so we still have some way to go to reach our objective.  No other grants or donations were received in 2018/19. The income we received in May 2016 year for the CIL (Community Infrastructure Levy, £15,218) remains untouched as we continue to evaluate a number of options for this levy that are suitable for the benefit of the whole community.
· Costs – Overall, the Council spent £5,510. As KPC has done previously, we continued our regular practice of helping towards our major village assets.  We donated £1,200 towards the Village Church upkeep, allowed under S137 Local Gvt Act, and a further £1,200 towards the upkeep of the Village Hall. Again, this is permitted within national guideline Section 19.3 of the Local Gvt Act.  An additional £300 was spent for keeping the Village War Memorial clocks on the Church tower running.  Our other costs were, again, broadly in line with our budget for items such as the Church Christmas tree, GDPR licence, NALC membership, training etc.  Overall, we have achieved a surplus of £515 for 2018/19.
The Treasurer’s Annual report was agreed and adopted.  Proposed AT, seconded PM.  
Action – IW to ensure audits are completed and send financial end of year / audit documents to HC who will add to the website as required / in accordance with NALC and Transparency Code guidelines (19-26).

Hall Farm Lane flooding

No updates have been received - the area is still of concern

Action: Continue to monitor.  PM may have additional 

photos to send.

Lorries accessing Yearsley's

No further updates have been received although it is understood 

that the overnight parking remains a concern, and that local 

businesses are considering the use of no parking signs as a 

deterrent.  The Land Registry information was difficult to review 

so it would be better for the individual business owners to review 

permissions with landowners as required.

Action:  HC to contact Brakes to enquire if they can offer 

any solutions / suggestions.

School Lane - Church Lane footpath repair

The land has been too wet to complete works - the main area of 

concern is the corner which needs levelling out - a stretch of 

approx 20m needs restoring - an approach to kill weeds would 

be useful (although care needs to be taken with use of 

chemicals).  

Action:  AT to try and chase progress - review at June's 

meeting.

Speed limit sign distances

Although confirmation of receipt has been received, no updates 

have been provided yet.

Action:   Continue to monitor

Road signage - Corkhill Lane

Details have been given to NCC Highways who will carry out a 

site visit soon (possibly already done).  IW advised would be 

interested to attend future site visits to show Highways the 

issues with potholes.

Signs on the approach to the Village (from Mansfield) have been 

reported / some completed.

Action:   SS to confirm locations of signs that need 

cleaning on Southwell Rd and HC to report to NCC

Insurance

KPC insurance covers the war memorial.

Action:   SB to confirm that the Church's insurance covers 

the tower.

All actions have been completed - HC to review future courses 

and dates as required.

12. Traffic Report – Accident stats (IW)
2 April approx.10pm near the speed limit sign/Corkhill Lane – car ran into sign on verge, no injuries, driver drove away.
13. Financial matters (IW)
i) Balances – current account £4793.92, deposit account £19779.41 (inc CIL funding)
ii) Clerk payment for April – proposed RSR, seconded SS.
iii) Receipt of Precept – receipt of £3050 confirmed (info only)
iv) Annual Return 2018/19 – IW provided an overview of the accounts and confirmed that with an annual turnover of less than £25,000 pa, the PC is exempt from full auditing process (unless a spot check is carried out), although an internal audit is carried out as always.  All formal accounting statements were read, and paperwork completed.   Members unanimously agreed, and adopted, the Annual Return, specifically:
1) Section 1 - The Annual Governance Statement – IW confirmed all items have been fulfilled.  KPC members unanimously approved the statement.  Proposed AT, seconded RSR.
2) Section 2 – The Accounting Statement – IW provided an overview of the income and expenditure submitted.  KPC members unanimously approved the statement.  Proposed SB, seconded SS.
v) Insurance renewal – the annual insurance renewal from Came & Co gave quotes for one year, and also a yearly rate which would be fixed for three years.  It was felt that as costs can often increase, the fixed rate for three years would be the appropriate choice.  The amount is £330.00 (£50admin fee).  KPC members unanimously agreed to renew the policy for the three years.  Prop AT, sec SB.
vi) Information Commissioner’s Office – IW advised that records confirm the ICO subscription was paid in July (2018), so payment can be agreed in June’s meeting.  Action – HC to move item to June’s agenda in readiness (19-27).
Formal thanks were given to IW for all the work in looking after the Parish Council’s financial matters.
14. Planning Matters (HC) - any planning requests/updates to review:
For attention:

i) 19/00619/FUL – Fallows End, Main Street – demolition of existing garage and single storey front extension, replacement of front window to bow window, new detached garage, new brick wall, boundary fence and associated gates.  KPC members, having reviewed the plans, had no objection to proposals for the house, however, raised concerns about the proposals for the garage and brick walls.  Overall decision was of ‘objection’ (vote result: 5 objected, 1 abstained).  Action – HC to submit response and reasons to NSDC (19-28).

ii) 19/00427/TWCA – Lynton House, Southwell Road – reduction of low branches.  Status – permission granted.
iii) 19/00486/TWCA – Holmlea, Southwell Road – fell cherry tree.  Status – permission granted.
iv) 19/00483/TWCA– Greet House, Southwell Road – three crown reductions and two fellings.  Status: permission granted.
v) 19/00566/TWCA – Woodlands, Southwell Rd – crown reduction of three trees.  Status: permission granted.

15. Post-election paperwork (HC/all)
Parish Councillors completed the post-election paperwork as required – Acceptance of Offer and Register of Members Interests forms.  Expenses forms were also completed.  Action - HC to collate, scan and submit paperwork to NSDC (19-29).
16. Annual review of GDPR processes (HC/all)
As processes have not changed, all procedures can remain the same and will be reviewed again next year (or sooner if required).  Proposed AT, sec RSR.

Amendments and personalisation to standing orders (documents which list procedures) have been completed, as agreed in April’s meeting.  Action – HC to circulate a copy (19-30).
