

Kirklington Annual Parish Meeting
Minutes of the Annual Parish Meeting held in the Village Hall on Wednesday 8th May 2019 (commencing 7.00pm)

1. Apologies for absence
Martin Smith (MS)– work commitments / hols.  Apologies were accepted by the Parish Council.
2. Minutes of last meeting held on 8th May 2017
The minutes from the last Annual Parish Meeting (14th May 2018) were agreed and signed as a true record at the ordinary PC meeting that followed it (11th June 2018) so no further action required at this meeting.
3. Chairman’s Annual Report on behalf of the Parish Council
SB read out the Chairman’s Report as RSR was unable to attend the meeting until later in the evening:

I have survived my second year as Chair of Kirklington Parish Council!  We are a diverse group of volunteers (I am still the oldest!) and it has been interesting managing everybody’s (PC and the public’s) expectations.  We gained Sarah as a new Parish Councillor.  She is a very strong character and she has added new ideas to our meetings.
Every meeting it is the ‘big four’ that we tend to do the most work with – planning, road safety / speeding, dog fouling, and School parking.  I will give more details in my report.

I show below how we split the jobs of the PC among the Councillors.  This means that we do not wait for a meeting to do things, we get on with it as it happens.  The duties are:

RSR – Chair --Highways – Health & Safety – Church Christmas Tree – Bank signatory 

SB – Vice Chair – Village School Governor / Liaison - Church 

AT – Planning – VHMC Liaison - Church - Bank signatory 

IW – Treasurer - Accident reporting – WINGS School Liaison – Bank signatory 

PM Verges – street lighting - footpaths.

MS – Flooding – Drains

SS – WINGS School – SNG Committee

Defibrillator – The unit is in place and is regularly service by Sally.  We have had some First Aid training and Sally is now hoping to get another training course set up. Well done Sally for your efforts.
Dog Fouling – Despite placing dog fouling notices at the entrance to the footpaths we are still getting a lot of dog mess left on the ground.  This is a particular problem on the “Yellow Brick Road” (footpath between the School and the Church).  The Dog Warden from NSDC is aware and will prosecute anybody found ot clearing up after their dogs.  Please be careful when walking your dogs.
“Yellow Brick Road” - This was very well received and is in use regularly. It is now wanting some maintenance. Tim Farr, the landowner, has agreed to do the maintenance with his staff and KPC will only have to pay for materials. This should happen as soon as we get some dry weather.  Thanks Tim.
Wings School – we have a problem in keeping up with the management at WINGS as the Head Teachers seem to change quite a lot.  This means we cannot get a long-term relationship going that would help the Village.  Ian and Sarah are the liaison team for KPC and keep us up to date.
KPC Accounts - Ian keeps us in the Black with the accounts. Every month he keeps us up to date with all the bank balances and he manages the Precept so that we have enough to cater for any issues.  Thanks, Ian, for doing a great job with the “Kirko pennies”.
Police Liaison - 
Sarah goes to the Police review meetings (Safer Neighbourhood Group) and we get regular updates on rural crime.  The Police say that any suspicious strangers / vehicles should be reported on 111.
School parking – We are at last getting somewhere with this problem.  MP Mark Spencer is now involved, and he is getting Notts County Council to do a plan on where cars can be parked on the School grounds instead of being left on Southwell Road.  We hope that this will solve the road safety problem.  
Planning Matters 
We get a lot of applications in the village and we try and give a balanced view of what is best for the village.  All applications can be viewed on the NSDC website if you want to give a personal view.  You can also view Planning matters at www.kirklingtonparishcouncil.co.uk.
District and County Councillors – We get a very good service from Bruce and Penny.  They keep us in the picture on the greater local issues which we pass on to the public if needed.  They have been very helpful with the Robin Hood Caravan Park problem and, of course, the potholes.  Bruce has been active in getting a new pothole repair machine which will be in use this year.  Thanks to both.
