	To receive and note reports from District and County Councillors: RJ confirmed that he gave £300 towards a new pump. The yellow lines have been painted. RJ is struggling to get confirmation regarding traffic lights at the entrance to the village – ongoing. County has put a consultation out on the website for the budget. There is also a consultation out on the libraries to ascertain better use for them. Roadside gullies are being cleaned throughout the County.

	Flood Resilience Scheme: RG reported that he has submitted another grant application for NSDC. The new shed has been installed. RG has received donated tools and equipment for the flood management team. The PC agreed to a £200 spend for shed shelving.
