Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting
held on Monday 4th July, 2016, 7pm, Village Hall, Grinshill.

16.60. Welcome and Public Session:

Cpl Neil Conaghan from RAF Shawbury updated the Parish Council on the Centennial event, Cosford Air show, the family day for those severing in the RAF and the ’riders’ weekend on the 13th & 14th August 2016. Members were also informed about night flying exercises every week to the end of August 2016.

Two members of the Village Hall committee join the meeting to discuss further agreements in terms of the potential wifi project of which the Parish Council has secured grant aid of £600. The initial costs the Village Hall have secured for the project is £800 highlighting a shortfall. The Village Hall Committee requires the project to be ‘cost neutral’ so would research additional deals to bridge the gap. The Parish Council would also look to identify other types of grants for the Village Hall to apply for. Cllr M Roocroft suggested approaching BT to support from a Corporate Social Responsibility perspective. Members of the Village Hall committee also presented their set of audited accounts, it was further agreed that the Clerk would discuss the insurance arrangements with Parish Council’s insurers in terms of value for money. The Chairman thanked the Village Hall representatives for attending and encouraged the continuation of communications between the two parties. 
16.61. To receive apologies for absence and the necessary approval:
Cllr Mr. James Handley (holiday) and Cllr. Kevin Brazier (family commitments) the apologies were approved.

Some members also commented upon absences becoming more frequent and the need to track commitment to Parish Council activity.

16.62. To receive declarations of Interest from Members of the Council:
None declared.
16.63. To approve the minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held the 07/03/16
Cllr. P. Jones proposed and Cllr. M. Roocroft seconded and the Parish Council agreed the minutes unanimously subject to two amendments at 16.49 to read ‘ordnance’ and ‘verges’ at 16.53.2. The Chairman then duly signed the minutes in the presence of Councillors.
16.64. Matters arising from minutes not on the agenda:
1. Cllr. A Burr to resolve an arboriculture specialist to inspect the Jubilee Oak.
2. Risk assessment/report received from Cllr. Mrs S Smith in terms of the Millennium Village road signs (Grinshill stone) held on file, vegetation cleared to make the signs visible.

3. Cllr. T Wycherley to resolve a replacement notice board at the Village Hall, and regular inspections of the remaining two.
4. Improvements to the wrought iron benches (painting) could be a RAF Community Project.

5. The Parish Council agreed to a task and finish group that would work with the RAF for the ‘smarten up’ project around the Village to include Cllr A. Burr,    Cllr. M. Roocroft, Cllr. T Wycherley and Cllr P. Jones to liaise with Cpl Neil Conaghan at RAF Shawbury on site visits and risk assessments.
6. The car parked on the High Street on public land has now been removed.

7. Simon Leverett (07730557611) from Home Farm Acton Reynald and James Thompson (01939-211100 ) from the Sansaw Estate have been contacted in terms of larger contractors machinery destroying the grass verges. It is vitally important that when an instance of damage happens again those who witness the incident make note of the details of the offending vehicles and ring the numbers above to identify who are using the contractors straight away. 

16.65. Community Plan update:
Cllr P. Jones reported on the progress being made via the working group established to develop for consultation the ideas and concepts for the Community plan within the Parish. An open day is planned as a public meeting with villagers to happen around September/October 2016 prior to any landowner engagement. The idea of retaining some form of development boundary would also need testing. The Parish Council formally endorsed the approach being adopted and agreed that an additional person who lives or works in Grinshill be co-opted onto the subcommittee. Members also agreed and stressed that a communication package was vital looking towards a September 2016 open consultation on the progress so far.
16.66. Website:

Members heard of the progress being made with new web site which had gone live at www.grinshillvillage.co.uk, The Parish Council agreed to advertising on the site and any income raised could be dispersed amongst groups within the Parish area. Cllr P. Jones also agreed to develop some narrative for the newsletter to advise Parishioners that the website site is live.
16.67. Grinshill Village Hall:
This item was dealt with at the beginning of the meeting.
16.68. Highways, footpaths & bridleways:
A number of highway matters were raised for further discussions with Shropshire:

1. A49: Shropshire Councillor Simon Jones agreed to arrange for a Highways Officer to attend a future Parish Council meeting as Parish Councillors felt that the scheme designed and on offer for the road only appeared to address part of the issues/concerns raised.
2. Cllr P. Jones agreed to enquire about some additional Grinshill stone for the verges and this was a matter of timing once other matters had been concluded.
3. The thunder storms had ‘rutted’ areas and created potholes at Grove Lane/High Street by 1 & 2 Vineyard Cottages. It is unclear who responsibility the repairs are, Shropshire Highways to be contacted in the first instance.

4. The ‘chevron’ is still missing at Rock Road just off the A49, Shropshire Councillor Simon Jones agreed to follow the problem up.

5. The crossroads sign post is still missing.

6. A complaint had been received with reference to one of the bridleways within the Parish, it was agreed that Shropshire’s Rights of Way Officer be informed of the difficulty.
16.69. Financial and Audit Matters :
1. The Clerk advised the Parish Council on positive conversations held with Mazards the external auditor, the increase by one hour a month to take account of the grant secured for the transparency project and the National Salary Ward (16-18) to be implemented from the 1st April 2016 to £10.363 per hour.

16.71. External meetings reports:

Cllr F Aspinwall gave an update on the Helicopter Liaison group with RAF Shawbury
16.72. Correspondence:  
The email correspondence was noted and the items raised were the A49 Road Scheme notification that had been previously circulated to members and a request from the Leader of Telford and Wrekin Council asking the Parish Council to support a model resolution for the campaign for the PRH. After some discussion the Parish Council resolved to support the two hospitals at Shrewsbury and Telford.
16.73. Parish Matters:

1. One of the roads had unfortunately been missed with the leafleting pertaining to the Queens 90th Birthday; also a number of children had missed out on the commemorative medal due to their attendance at schools other than Clive School where medals had been distributed to children. The Parish Council apologised for the oversight, made available all the surplus medals for the children who had not received one and place a formal ‘thank you’ on the record for the hard dedicated work that Cllr. P Jones had put into make the project happen. There were more coins provided to Clive School than required (80 in total) and a request had been made by Cllr P. Jones for them to be return of any surplus medals. This request had not been met and there has been no formal recognition to the Parish Council from Clive School for the gift of the medals to the children which is disappointing. Cllr Mrs S Smith agreed to raise the issue with the School
2. Cllr M Roocroft offered to contribute to the provision of a bench at the bus stop.
