Meeting commenced at 11.00 hrs
1. Present:  Paul Jones (PJ) (Chair); Mike Roocroft (MR); Tom Wycherley(TW); Mrs Lorraine Ward (LW). The Chair warmly welcomed Lorraine Ward stating that it was beneficial to have a member on the committee from the west end of the village and one that was a long standing resident.

3. PJ also advised the meeting that it was important to record that other people from areas within the village had also been invited to join the Sub Committee but had declined.
4. PJ thanked LW for putting herself forward and for familiarising herself with previous meeting information. PJ invited LW to comment around any areas needing clarification or any other areas she felt she would like to discuss. LW said that there had been little development in the parish during her 32 years in the village. She also asked about the existing development boundary and Paul advised that at present there is no boundary.
5. PJ outlined the contents of the Agenda for the meeting and clarified that the main part of the agenda would concentrate on the Mapping Review (continue with potential development boundary options) and to continue with our Public Consultation Timetable in the run up to a public drop in Session.
6. Action Points:
Development Criteria – Revised Guidelines - To await a response from Sue Thomas following her meeting with Adrian Cooper. This would help us with any proposed conference call with Adrian Cooper.
TW advised that his action point to establish any development within the village between the parish between 2006-2016 had established the following:-
· 62, The Hill – affordable housing
· 61, The Hill – change of use from holiday to residential
· The Heriots – replacement dwelling (awaiting completion)
· Stone Grange – 1 new dwelling (awaiting completion)
TW advised that he had not been able to obtain details of suggestion box ideas from previous Drop-in sessions.

Proposed development boundaries and discussions were held including sharing the JH potential design for the village.
Any new plans to be prepared would need to consider the Conservation Boundary within the village.
