9	Matters related to Grindle House Farm and Ren-new. Councillor Wood informed those present that 	a process of enforcement is underway. An instrument is now drawn up and is in the hands of the 	County’s lawyers. He noted that after the serving of an enforcement notice there are six months in 	which an appeal may be lodged.

10	Road Safety (Item deferred from July meeting)  
	10.1	In the absence of Councilor Lea (due to work commitments) this item was again deferred.  		This issues conveyed by Councilor Lea were outlined to inform Councilor Wood. It is likely 		that additional signage may be required. Alice Dilly is to be contacted with an alert to the 			problems pending a more defined account.
	10.2	Councilor Wright raised matters that had been highlighted by electors. Namely  cars speeding 		through the village, she had been asked by electors for the installation of  rumble strips or 		flashing speed warning lights. These options were debated. It was thought that both options, 		although possible, could be difficult to implement. The reasons being a resistance to 			urbanization in the village and the high cost which in the case of  warning lights would have 		to be borne by the parish. These costs (possibly in the order of £2000 to £3000) would be 			prohibitive.
	10.3	Councilor Amos commented on the resurfacing /pot hole repairs which have been carried out 		on the road towards Evelith, he commended the work that has been done.
	10.4	The meeting noted the persistent flood water which is to be found across the width of Field 		Lane. The clerk was asked to draw this to the attention of the County Highways Department 		as this is one rout into and out of the village which is featured on sat. nav. software.
	
11	Local Joint Committee   	The next public meeting of this committee is to be held on 15th October, at 	7pm at 	The Innage lane Youth Centre, Bridgnorth.

.12	Village Defibrillator 	Councillor Lea had emailed a report. The only news is that he is now in contact with Chris Phillips of “Heartstart”  about Kemberton problems. Chris has years of  general experience and he thinks he can help.  Outside area calls are rare now but still happen and Councillor Lea remains determined to keep pushing for a change to the way the WMAS system works to allow small schemes like Kemberton to work as intended.
