Minutes of the meetings of 1st October 2018 were approved and signed.

Matters Arising:
Finance: At the meeting with GDSF on 10th October, the GDSF agreed to provide cones FOC. The Council would not have to purchase any.

1/1/19 Finance:
At 7/1/2019 the balance at the bank was £1668.71.
	Since the October meeting:
Income: a donation of £750 had been received from Tarhinton Farms. 
Expenditure: £70.00 Hogan Garden Services.

2/1/19 Precept:
Following discussion, it was agreed that the donation from Tarhinton Farms should be kept in reserve and not used to cover Parish Council running expenses.
The Clerk confirmed that the current Precept of £600 was sufficient for estimated expenditure and would also provide for possible costs arising from the creation of the new Unitary Authority. The Clerk recommended that there should be no change in the Parish Precept.
The recommendation was accepted.

3/1/19 Planning:
	The following planning applications were received since the last meeting:

e) /2018/1676 Old Barn – Non material amendment – Status unknown
f) 2/2018/1690 4 South Farm Cottages – Two storey extension – awaiting decision.

It was noted that the Head of Planning had asked that Parish Councils should explain their thought process when objecting or not objecting to a Planning Application. This Parish Council has always set out the reasons for objection to an application and suggested how it might be improved. Reasons for not objecting are now required.

4/1/19 Steam Fair:
a) The Chairman and the Clerk had had a meeting with GDSF in October and a further one was planned for February this year.
b) The Wash Up meeting held in November was felt to be very unsatisfactory and we will seek a change in the composition and format.
Our comments have been circulated and were included in the December Forum Focus.

5/1/19 Highways:
At the June meeting it was agreed to examine the possibility of installing “Entrance Gates” on the A354.In view of the price quoted by DCC Highways, the  October Parish Council Meeting agreed to consider a D.I.Y approach.
Tarhinton Farms have offered to supply four wooden gates.

6/1/19 Home-Watch:
a) There had been reports of an increase in theft from sheds, linked with a blue pick-up being spotted several times.
b) Scams involving “HMRC”, “Television Licences” and other phone based frauds continue to be prevalent.
