PLAYPARK PRESENTATIONS 
Playpark presentations lasting 15 minutes each were made by representatives from 
Proludic, Sutcliffe and Wicksteed  playground manufacturers.  Each representative 
outlined the background of their companies including their origins and service history.  
This was followed by a description of their design, manufacture, implementation,

after sales and maintenance programmes.  Each representative had designed a playpark 
to the value of £100,000  which included  separate areas for toddlers and juniors and a free 
space area.  The Clerk requested quotations from each company in order to apply to
