018/15 Public Speaking Time
Members of the public attended to speak about bin collections in Harrowick Lane.  Mark Reneerkens addressed the concerns.  It was acknowledged that the people of Harrowick Lane and West Way deserve to receive the full service that they pay for.  At present, a number of options are being explored that will prevent the need to travel the wrong way along a one way street and residents will be notified once a suitable solution has been found.  It was agreed that this solution would need to work for any elderly and infirm residents.  Cllr Wells suggested that the solution would be to acquire a smaller vehicle that could work within the constraints and Norse had previously advised EBPC that this would be looked into.  MR advised that this was being looked into but the expense would need to be justified.  It was explained to residents that it would be very unlikely that the entrance to Harrowick Lane could be widened. 

019/15 Mark Reneerkens, Wellingborough Norse - Presentation
Mark Reneerkens made a presentation advising of the services that Wellingborough Norse provides, including bin collection, recycling, cleaning, tree works and bin cleansing.  MR advised that there is currently a recycling campaign being run by Norse as Wellingborough currently has the worse recycling rates in the County.  Green bins will be checked and if items that cannot be recycled are included, the bin will not be emptied and an advisory tag will be attached to the bin.  A list of recyclable items can be obtained from the Clerk.

024/15 Planning
(a) Planning Applications Received:

(a) ¾ year Bank Reconciliation – it was resolved to approve the Bank Reconciliation as presented by the Clerk.

026/15 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – PCSO Paul Hurst attended and advised that 33 crimes were reported in January 2015.  This was mainly down to a spate of incidents relating to two individuals which have been detected.  
(b) JAG Meeting – the clerk is holding the minutes of the last meeting.  The next meeting is scheduled for Wednesday 25 March.

027/15 Neighbourhood Plan
BCW are currently procuring the services of an examiner and a date for the examination should be set shortly.  The decision on the Redrow appeal has been delayed but should be published by the end of February 2015.

028/15 Sports & Leisure Development
(a) Update – a meeting has been held with David Wilson Homes.  They have provided an indicative plan for the laying of the rising main and have confirmed that, if it’s not possible to avoid the sports ground altogether, it will be laid to around the outskirts in order to avoid disrupting the use of the existing pitches.  They are happy to provide a plan to be attached to the land agreement.  They have also agreed to look at changing the wording on the land agreement so that the financial contribution is tied to facilities at The Grange but not specifically on the changing rooms.  In addition, they will consider releasing some of the contribution early if EBPC can show a proven need that the funding is needed to assist with grant applications.  The next meeting with DWH will be held on 24 February.
(b) Existing and future governance of Earls Barton Sports Club – awaiting further CASC information from Andrew Gunn.

029/15 The Great Earls Barton Clean Up
It was resolved to amend the dates for The Great Earls Barton Clean Up to Friday 17 to Sunday 19 April.  John Simons has agreed to help co-ordinate the event.

030/15 Events Committee Report
(a) Minutes of the meeting of 23 January 2015 – it was resolved to adopt the minutes as a correct record.
(b) Recommendations of the Events Committee for EBPC/Fire Service 120th Anniversary Commemorative Events and Music Festival – it was resolved to approve the arrangements for the Reunion Event on 18 April and the Open Day on 16 August (EB Sports Association have agreed to provide prizes for the kid’s talent show at Open Day).  Following a vote where one member voted against and 7 voted in favour, it was resolved to support the music festival on 30 August subject to the conditions of the licence at The Grange.

(a) 20mph limit – following discussion, it was agreed that the Clerk make a request for a 20mph speed limit outside the schools on Broad Street.
(b) Bin Collections on Harrowick Lane and Brown Bin Arrangements for 2015/16 – issues with collections on Harrowick Lane were discussed under agenda item 018/15.  Cllr Gough had sent a report to advise that in 2015/16, brown bin collections will be extended to 9 months rather than 8 months.

(d) Highway Land off Aggate Way – an initial enquiry has been made with Highways as to whether the land could be gifted to EBPC for a pocket park. Currently awaiting a reply.

(f) Request for bollards outside Premier Stores on Station Road – the Clerk will request a site meeting with NCC to look at whether it is possible to place bollards to prevent parking.
