The development was in a flood risk area
Over intensification of the site
Contribute to traffic problems already being experienced on Main Street and at its junction with Lowdham Road (A6097) where egress onto the A6097 from Main Street was not controlled and subject to delays.
Noise caused not necessarily in terms of volume but the nature of the game being repetition of ball strikes, shouts from players and conversations from people arriving at or leaving the area.

The Park Bench bought for the nature reserve still needs to be fitted near to the wooden bridge. 

The Lengthsman Scheme was discussed.  These expenses could be covered by the Lengthsman Scheme if it were to be successfully implemented.  ACTION: Cllr Jeffery will contact Hoveringham and Epperstone Parish Councils to establish working practice required for the scheme’s operation
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	Flood Resilience Scheme: 
The servicing of water pumps in the resilience stores will go ahead and will be within the established budget. Shaun Latham will conduct the services.

Severn Trent will be conducting camera surveys, on behalf of Via, to drainage pipes on Greens Field to Hall Dyke and area.

ACTION: Cllr George will contact Severn Trent, Via and Highways to establish the schedule of work to repair the drains at the Main Street Hobson’s Acre junction.

	Highways and public rights of way:  
Cllr Jackson having arrived informed the meeting that the NCC budget for roads had been increased to £180m due to input of funding from the Regional Mayor’s Office. This gives an opportunity to push further on the traffic control options for the A6097/Main St junction. He suggested contact be made with David Langford NCC Highways. Lowdham roundabout work was due to start in June and through to July.

	Village Hall, playing field and play park: 
N&SDC had given a quote of £375 for the play park to be cleaned. Cllr Jeffery reported that someone had volunteered to do this work as part of their employer’s community programme. ACTION: Cllr Jeffery to make contact re this.

With regard to maintenance work required on the play equipment N&SDC had lost their contactor and were in the process of appointing a new one. Once that was done the PC will be able to request the work be done by them.
