220708 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: - the decision to allow wider memorials in the cremation section of the cemetery was ratified. A Lilley read out an anonymous e-mail regarding children playing in the cemetery was read out. Cllr G Coe stated he was aware of the problem and had moved groups on. A Lilley was asked to compose a letter for residents living near the cemetery to ask that they don’t let their children play in the cemetery, that they don’t fly tip or use the cemetery bins for their household rubbish and to reiterate that dogs are not allowed in the cemetery unless a guide dog. Cllr G Coe asked if a couple of the baskets in the cemetery could be moved as the trees were stopping light getting to them so the flowers were not flourishing. This was agreed by the full council.
220709 Reports from councillors:  - Cllr J Bowker asked if anything could be done about the woodyard on Cemetery Rd, as it was dangerous and an eyesore especially after the recent fire. It was reported that the dipping pit was open and that it was thought that power was still on. A Lilley to contact planning regarding the issue. Cllr K Walker reported that she had been left disappointed with a recent meeting at Langold Lake Skate Park where J Leigh from BDC met with youngsters to discuss their views on the Skate Park. The children were told at the onset that there was not any funding available so they would have to fundraise should they want any changes/additions. It was also reported that the Skate Park was broken in parts, which was a danger. A Lilley to report this to BDC and ask when the skate park was last inspected by a qualified person.
