(a) Crime Figures and Report – PCSO Rachel Head attended to advise that 25 crimes were reported in September.  Concern was raised regarding police presence in the village and Cllr Paul Bell indicated that the letter of concern regarding the closure of Earls Barton Police Station would be dealt with at the next Scrutinies Meeting.  Parking outside the schools was raised as an area of concern.

163/14 Neighbourhood Plan
The Clerk advised that the Borough Council of Wellingborough is still waiting for legal advice on some of the responses to the Regulation 16 consultation.  A list of examiners has been produced and the Borough Council will now need to appoint one to carry out the Independent Examination.

164/14 Sports & Leisure Development

(b) Request to site a burger van on The Square – it was noted that Street Trading Regulations should cover the centre of the village.  It was resolved that the Clerk contact BCW to see if these still apply and, if not, ask for them to be reinstated.

169/14 Youth Club  
The Clerk advised that Grace Beaney has been appointed Senior Youth Club Assistant Leader with effect from 1 October 2014.

(a) Resurfacing of footpath from Recreation Field to West Street entrance – it was resolved that, due to the dangerous nature of the footpath, Raybell be appointed to carry out resurfacing work with the cost being covered from the reserves.

(a) Bin Storage – Campbell Square – issues regaring bin collection and storage on Campbell Square are ongoing. This matter has been referred to BCW and the Clerk is currently awaiting a response.
(b) Housing Allocation – Band E – information of allocation of affordable housing is held by the Clerk.  It was resolved that a letter be sent to BCW to ask they to advertise in village magazines to make local residents with a housing need aware that have to be on the housing register in order to be considered for affordable housing in Earls Barton.

He advised that NCC have stated that they will not be installed a public disabled toilet at EB Library.  It was resolved the Clerk write to Duncan Mill and heads at both schools asking for a meeting to update on proposals to expand the schools.
(b) Northamptonshire Household Waste Recycling Centre Public Consultation – it was resolved the Clerk respond to the consultation stating that EBPC are against the closure of Wollaston Recycling Centre and suggest that they take general rubbish in order to improve visitor numbers.
(c) Town Transport Strategies for Corby, Kettering and Wellingborough – it was resolved the Clerk respond asking for cycle paths to link Earls Barton to Northampton and Wellingborough.
