1.	Co-option of Parish Councillor(s) for Winterborne Whitechurch
Peter Cotterill and Heide Stephenson were both proposed and seconded and therefore coopted as Members to the Winterborne Whitechurch Parish Council.

2.	Apologies for absence
Ricky Trim, Chris Royle and Emma Parker (Dorset Council) sent apologises.

3.	Declarations of pecuniary or other interest
No declarations were made.

4.	Minutes of the previous meeting held on 18th February 2026

5.	Clerk’s report
The Clerk confirmed a meeting had been arranged by Simon Hoare MP, to discuss the recent flooding.
