	Smoking is not permitted anywhere within the Hall or its grounds.

The total number of persons permitted at any one time is 150 (seated) in the Main Hall and 50 in the Garden Room. These limits on numbers must be observed for safety reasons.

Any damage or loss caused to the building, grounds, furniture, fittings, or effects shall be made good by the hirer.

The Management Committee does not accept any responsibility for any loss, theft or damage to goods or property brought into the Hall or its grounds.

The hirer will ensure that before leaving they have cleaned away all rubbish to bins and that the floor of any room is swept and left clean and chairs returned to the appropriate storage area (blue chairs in corner under noticeboards and grey chairs in cupboard). Please ensure the chair dolly is used for moving all stacked chairs. Any additional cleaning required, over and above the normal cleaning and maintenance of the hall following use, shall be charged at the day rate relevant to the room being cleaned for each day on which additional cleaning is necessary. All rubbish must be removed and not left at the Hall.  Please bring with you sufficient rubbish sacks to remove the rubbish and take away with you as we do not have space to store it.

Inflatables and bouncy castles are permitted but must be insured through the company supplying the equipment. The management team must see the insurance policy prior to the hire. The company supplying the bouncy castle must assess the hall and carry out a risk assessment prior to use. 

The following are not permitted in the Hall or its grounds: -

- any illegal activity of any kind.

- performances involving "striptease" or similar.

- pyrotechnics, fireworks, strobe lighting, lasers, fog/smoke/or foam generators
