Minutes of the Temple Ewell Parish Council Meeting held at Temple Ewell Lower Village Hall on Tuesday 31 March 2026 commencing at 7.15pm
2526/151. Present: Cllrs. Dr. M Parks, C Lynch, Mrs A Newington, Dr. L Schoeb, M Bowman, D Prescott.
In attendance: Parish Clerk, N Robbins (Temple Ewell Primary School)
2526/152. Apologies for absence: Cllrs. A Bateman & S Wilson.
2526/153. Declarations of Interest. None.
2526/154. Approval of Minutes of Meeting held 24 February 2026. Proposed by Cllr. Mrs Newington & Seconded by Cllr. Lynch. Approved as a true record. 
2526/155. Chairman’s announcements. None.
2526/156. Adjournment of the meeting for Parishioners questions & comments. Mr Robbins thanked the Parish Council & Cllr. Lynch for the supply and presentation of the Tree Guardian initiative badges.
2526/157. Reports from Committees.

Allotments – Meeting held 22 March. 8 new plot holders for 2026. Waiting list of 6 people.
Events – Easter Egg Hunt event – Saturday 4 April at King George’s Field. Cllr, Bowman will be managing this event which has received prize donations from Tesco at Whitfield.
Finance –No report. Financial year ends today.
Social Media – Facebook – 2094 views of the easter Egg Hunt advert, 373 views of the Neighbourhood Police Officer information & 134 of the KCC Trading Standards post. Website has 224 viewings in March (average 331 for the last 6 months).
Planning – No applications reviewed since last Parish Council Meeting.
2526/158. Reports from the Clerk.
a) Six crimes reported in Temple Ewell in January, including a Drugs crime at Kearsney Station and 2 more at Kearsney Abbey. Two crimes reported in Lydden & 15 in River.
b) London Road Bus Shelter replacement. Despite several efforts to contact DDC for an update no response has been received. It was agreed to again chase DDC for an update re the insurance claim.
c) Highway Improvement Plan – pavement installation request at junction of Kearsney Avenue/London Road. Response awaited from DDC who have been advised by KCC to request that the Railway Bell Developers undertake the work.
2526/159. Planning Applications from Dover District Council. None. Cllr. Parks advised that he was aware of another likely application for housing development at Kearsney Station. Works have been undertaken near to the Alkham Road bridge which have raised concerns in the event of heavy rainfall. KCC Highways will be advised of the potential flooding issues.
2526/160. Planning Decisions by Dover District Council. Erection of front extension and double garage plus addition of a pitched roof to former pool house, 38 Church Hill, Temple Ewell – Granted.
2526/161. Approval of Payments & Bank Reconciliation for February 2026. These were proposed by Cllr. Prescott and seconded by Cllr. Mrs Newington. Unanimously approved.
2526/162. Request from Kent, Surrey & Sussex Air Ambulance Charity of a £400 Grant. Given that 1258 cases were attended in Kent in 2025 & the significant time reduction in transferring seriously injured/ill patients to London Hospitals this request was unanimously agreed.
2526/163. Annual Parish Meeting (28 April). Dover Foodbank Charity have agreed to undertake a presentation at the meeting. It was agreed that a donation of £200 would be made.
2526/164. Any other business.

a) Trees being damaged on several Public Rights of Way routes within the village. It was agreed that the Clerk would investigate, take photos, and contact KCC.

b) Possible Summer Village Fete. Cllr. Dr. Schoeb will contact Temple Ewell Primary School PTFA to see what plans they may have and whether the Parish Council can assist.
c) King George V Playing Field – Embankment area refurbishment. A quotation for £5305.74 plus VAT has been obtained. Given that this is only around 10% above the allocated budget it was agreed that these works could be undertaken in August. The Clerk has one Grant application for funds to assist this project underway and is attending a meeting tomorrow at which further Grant sources may be advised.
d) King George V Playing Field – Marion Middlebrook Bench. Cllr. Mrs Newington advised that the bench requires re-fixing in place; Clerk to undertake repair.
e) Parish Clerk replacement. The Clerk has decided to retire sometime between June and September dependant upon how quickly a replacement can be put in place. It was agreed to complete an updated job description and to contact neighbouring Parish Councils & KALC to see if there is anybody interested in the role, prior to arranging a public advertisement.
