Playing Field Working Group – A project highlight report was circulated and discussed.

7. National Trust Report

Miss Wright provided an update on the following matters;

Conservation – The first phase of tree work in the Coombe had been completed.  A further application for permission to carry out phase 2 and the final phase would be submitted this year with work planned in 2016.  The annual tree survey was underway and work to the trees at Middle Beach would commence shortly.  Tree work would also be carried out to facilitate the new boardwalk work.
The village pond had been tidied up by staff and volunteers and a digger would start work to remove the build-up of silt.  The cows had now been moved from the peninsula until next spring.
Church Field Fence – The poor state of the fence and style was raised.
Deer Census – The deer census was scheduled to take place on the 20 October and an update would be provided at the next meeting.
Manor Farm Cottage – Despite an extensive refurbishment of the property, it had proved difficult to rent.  The Trust would look at alternative arrangements and seek the views of the community regarding the use of Manor Farm Cottage as a holiday let. 
Slipway, Knoll Beach – The structure had caused issues for people walking the shoreline and had created an artificial headland which was detrimental to longshore drift.  The structure would be removed in December/January and replaced with a simple matting operation for boat users across the dune.  This could be removed in bad weather if necessary.
Members requested that an update be provided at a future meeting regarding the letting of Manor Farm Cottage. Also that the Clerk contact the Trust to ask that consideration be given to the parish plan and it’s aims with regard to housing stock in Studland.
