210901 Attendance and apologies for absence – as above
210902 Declarations of Interest. -  to be declared as and when one arises
210903 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record. – the minutes were proposed by Cllr G Coe and seconded by Cllr K Walker
210904 Matters arising from minutes -  Cllr D Hamilton asked if anything had been received regarding the defibrillator funding request -  it was confirmed nothing had been received yet.
210905 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – Mr D Jackson & Mr T Wells -  Mr D Jackson and Mr T Wells both attended the meeting and gave an overview of why they wanted to join the parish council and what they had to offer. All councillors were in favour of them joining and that would see the ten council places filled. 
210906 Planning applications – The council discussed the issues of having the right infrastructure to cope with the amount of new housing developments that were coming into the area. The issue of 106 monies not being spent in the area that the development was occurring, The Parish councillors stated that they felt that money should be reinvested into the area of development and not have money being distributed to the canon crossroads in Worksop all the time.
210907 Planning Decisions – the development on Doncaster rd. had been permitted along with the street names that the council put an objection in about. The councils’ frustrations about not being heard was discussed.
210908 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -
a) Gates -  It was reported that the gates haven now been painted and look great.
b) New spoil heap -  the spoil heap has been moved successfully in the cemetery.
c) The trees along the left hand side are to be cut back by MG Oates as they are encroaching into the guttering of houses that back onto the cemetery.
d) Clerk A Lilley reported that she had had ha huge water bill in for the cemetery which has led her to believe that there is a leak. This is currently being investigated.
210909 Reports from councillors:  - nothing to report
2109010 Village Matters – 
a) Xmas Tree – Cllr K Walker reported that she had sought some prices for rooted xmas trees but they were coming out at £4k, it was decided that the tree at the front of the legion will be decorated again and we will look to source a smaller rooted tree in Spring next year.
b) A Lilley stated that she had e mailed various people at Bassetlaw district council to enquire if they would be willing to do an asset transfer of the football fields on Harrison drive as asked at the previous meetings. She reported that she hadn’t as yet had any reply. Cllr T Wells asked A Lilley to forward him the e mails sent and he would see if he could get any response himself.
 
2109011 Youth Issues – Service level agreement Carlton Youth club – the council discussed the request from Carlton Youth Club to part fund the yearly cost for workers to keep the Friday Fun Session going next year. Cllr D Hamilton and Cllr J Wilkinson disclosed an interest and only took part in the discussion but wouldn’t have any voting rights. The council saw the benefit of the Friday sessions but asked for more information to be sought such as latest available accounts, register of attendees or numbers of Langold children attending and also what other funding streams have been sought. This item was deferred until the November meeting when more information should be available to make an informed decision.
