071/18 Election of Chair

072/18 Election of Vice Chair

073/18 Election of Committees

074/18 Review of Policies

075/18 General Data Protection Regulations
It was resolved to adopt the following policies and documents in line with new GDPR Legislations: Privacy Notice, Subject Access Request Procedure, Data Breach Policy, Records Retention Policy.  Each member was asked to complete a GDPR Security Compliance Checklist and return it to the Clerk before 25 May.

081/18 Planning 
(a) Planning Applications Received:
WP/18/00169/FUL – single storey rear & first floor rear extensions – 13 West St
WP/18/00193/FUL – dropped kerb – 48 Northampton Rd
WP/18/00198/FUL – general purpose storage unit – 36 Main Rd
WP/18/00209/VAR – removal of condition 3 (the occupation of the dwelling shall be limited to a person solely or mainly employed or last employed in the locality in agriculture as defined in Section 290(1) of the Town and Country Planning Act 1971, including any dependents of such personal residing with him) of planning permission reference: BW/82/315(O) – 90 Main Rd
WP/18/00211/FUL – to construct a decking area to the top end of the car park, with timber lean-to structure along one boundary wall, and four parasols.  The deck will be partitioned off from the car park with glass & aluminium screens, with a hinged access door – 8 The Square
WP/18/00258/FUL – proposed part one & part two storey rear extension & single storey side extension to form a new garage – 3 The Pyghtle
WP/18/00279/FUL – proposed hipped roof to dormer to replace existing flat roof – 24 Northampton Rd
Following discussion, it was resolved to support application WP/18/00211/FUL.  No comments were required on the other applications received.

082/18 Finance & Projects
(a) Audit 2017/18 – The Clerk presented the end of year accounts.  Each point on Section 1 – Annual Governance Statement 2017/18 of the audit return was read out to the members for consideration.  It was unanimously agreed that points 1-8 be approved as “yes” with point 9 being approved as “not applicable”.  The Internal Auditors report was read out to the Parish Council.  It was unanimously resolved to approve the end of year accounts and forward to the External Auditor.  The Clerk was thanked for her efficient work on the year end accounts.

083/18 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – The Clerk advised that 17 crimes were reported in April.  Concerns were raised over a number of sexual offences that have been reported over the last three months.  It was agreed that a representative from Northamptonshire Police be invited to the next meeting.
(b) Joint Action Group Meeting – the next meeting will be held on 23 May.  It was agreed that the Clerk raise concerns over the number of sexual offences reported in the village. 

084/18 Sports and Leisure Development
The solicitors are currently working on the land transfer.  The intergration of the two governing bodies, Earls Barton Sports Association and Earls Barton Sport & Community Trust, will be discussed at the EBSA AGM. 

085/18 Withdrawal of Implied Rights of Access 
The withdrawal of implied rights of access to a property in Earls Barton, which covers the Clerk and all members of the Parish Council, was noted.

086/18 Clerk and Registrars  Annual Salary Review
It was resolved to increase the Clerk and Registrar’s salary in line with professional advice and backdate the increase to 1 April 2018.  The Clerk will also receive an increment of one salary step.

087/18 CPRE Northants Summer Roadshow
It was agreed that Cllrs Dodds and Mills could attend the event.

088/18 EBPC Allotments
It was noted that three available plots have been offered to the Earls Barton Man Cave for a community garden.  It was resolved that these plots are given rent free, reviewed after two years.  The Clerk will also look into ploughing all spare plots.

089/18 Pioneer Sports Field
Concern was raised over the letting of pitches at Pioneer Sports Field.  It was agreed that the Clerk write to EBUFC regarding this.

090/18 Hand Held Radios
It was agreed that the Clerk purchase hand held radios for use at village events.

091/18 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Labyrinth – it was agreed that the labyrinth can be created in the grass on the Rec.
(b) Park Street Car Park – a letter about the car park was noted.  It was agreed that legal advice be sought relating to a summons to appear in court sent to the Clerk.
(c) Junction Churchill Road/Broad Street – a meeting has been held with NCC Highways.  They have agreed to look into the possibility and cost of improvements.  However, there is unlikely to be funding for any work to be carried out at the present time.
(d) Request to install planters on The Square – whilst the request was welcomed, more information will be sought for consideration at the next meeting.

092/18 NCALC/ACRE/SLCC Correspondence
(a) Launch Yourself to the Next Level Conference – it was agreed that the Clerk can attend this conference.

093/18 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) As Cllr Gough was not in attendance, the Clerk updated the members on NCC developments, including the appointment of commissioners by the government to oversee the running of NCC.  Some questions regarding the current administration of NCC will be forwarded to Cllr Gough direct.
(b) Earls Barton Library – EBPC and Friends of Earls Barton Library are working on a business plan that will be submitted to NCC by the end of May.

094/18 Borough Council of Wellingborough Correspondence
(a) Earls Barton Housing Needs Survey – it was noted that the next housing needs survey is scheduled for December 2019.
(b) Invitation to Annual Meeting of the Council – noted.
