Currently, the hall is used each weekday evening.   Regular weekend day hires are taken during most Saturdays and occasional Sunday daytime hires. The regular hirers of the VH are NRG Dance Group, Whippet Club, Archery Club, Yoga Classes and Dog Training Club.  Parish Council Meetings are held monthly. The Committee continues to strive to maintain the upkeep of the hall and ensure that it is of the standard expected by our hirers, including maintenance and cleanliness. This year, we purchased 3 wooden planters which were placed outside on the patio.  Thanks to Gaynor for planting and maintain the lovely selection of plants which bloomed throughout the summer.  We have approached Newton Regis Garden Centre who has agreed to supply us compost, spring bulbs and plants for over the winter period.  This all adds to the aesthetics of our building and surroundings.

We have recently had a new security alarm system installed, with the addition of CCTV cameras in various locations around the building.  This will help to keep the VH safe and secure.

Our next project is to re-vamp the toilets throughout the building.  This will include sanitary ware, tiles, lighting and flooring.
