INTERMENTS

1.
Broseley Cemetery is primarily intended for the interment of deceased persons who were resident in Broseley.  

2.
The cemetery contains consecrated and unconsecrated sections as well as a section for the burial of Roman Catholics. 
3.
Interments may take place at the following times:


Summer: 1st March – 31st October

9.00 am – 4.00 pm Monday to Thursday








9.00 am – 12.00 noon Friday


Winter: 1st November – 29th February
9.00 am – 2.30 pm Monday to Thursday








9.00 am – 12.00 noon Friday


Interments may be arranged for Friday afternoons, 12.00 noon – 4.00 pm in summer and 12.00 noon – 2.30 pm in winter on payment of an additional fee.

4.
The next available grave space will normally be used for the interment unless a grave space has been pre-purchased.

5.
The time, date and other arrangements for all interments must be agreed with the Council in advance.

6.
The Notice of Interment and Certificate for Burial must be delivered to the Council along with payment of the appropriate fees (see schedule of fees).
EXCLUSIVE RIGHT OF BURIAL

1.
The exclusive right of burial in a grave may be purchased at the time of interment or in advance.  The fee prevailing at the time of purchase will be charged.

2.
The Council’s decision as to the selection and allocation of a grave space shall be final, however, the Council will consider any special requests.

3.
Upon receipt of the application and payment of the appropriate fee, the Council will allocate a grave space and issue a Certificate of Grave Purchase.

4.
The registered owner of the exclusive right of burial in a grave may request the interment of any deceased members of his or her family therein, provided the depth of the grave permits.
5.
Purchased graves may be excavated to a depth to allow for up to three interments, according to the instruction from the purchaser given at the time of first interment.

6.
So far as is practicable, no grave in which the exclusive right of burial has been purchased shall be re-opened without the production of the Certificate of Grave Purchase or the written consent of the owner or his or her legal representative.

MEMORIALS

1.
Memorials may be installed only when the exclusive right of burial has been purchased.
2.
Natural settlement of the grave will take place after a burial.  It is advisable to leave at least six months before erecting a memorial on a new grave.  

3.
An application for erecting a memorial must be made in writing and delivered to the Council.  The application must provide details of the proposed memorial, its size, material and inscription.  The memorial may not be erected until approval has been given.  

Memorial masons are advised to obtain permission before starting work on a memorial as the Council will not be responsible for any losses incurred for works to a memorial which was not approved.

4.
All work in connection with the erection or fixing of memorials must be approved in advance by the Council.  Memorials may usually be fixed between 8.00 am and 3.00pm Monday to Thursday and 8.00am to 12 noon on Friday, when the Cemetery Attendant will be on site.

5.
No hewing or dressing of stone will be permitted within the Cemetery.
6.
Headstones may be no larger than 3ft / 90cms high x 3ft / 90cms wide.  All headstones must be secured using an approved fixing method.
7.
Kerb or border sets must be fitted so that the external measurements do not exceed 6ft 6ins / 2m long x 3ft / 90cms wide.

8.
Photograph plaques are permitted up to maximum dimensions of 6ins / 15cms high x 6ins / 15cms wide.
9.
Decorative chippings will be permitted only on graves where a kerb or border set has been fitted.

10.
Memorial stones for ashes plots may be no larger than 24ins / 60cms x 24ins / 60cms.
11.
Any memorial installed on a grave is the responsibility of the grave owner and must be maintained and kept in good order by the owner.  If a memorial becomes dangerous, the Council may take whatever action is needed to make it safe, including removing the memorial if necessary.  Grave owners are responsible for all costs incurred by the Council under this regulation. 
12.
Broseley Town Council reserves the right to refuse permission for the erection of any memorial.

PLANTING, FLOWERS AND ORNAMENTS ON GRAVES
1.
Flowers and small shrubs may be planted on purchased graves.  Plants must be kept trimmed to a maximum height of 2ft / 60 cm.
2.
Trees may not be planted on graves.  
3.
Any plants which spread beyond the grave border, become oversized or cause a nuisance may be cut back or removed by the Council.
4.
Dead flowers and wreaths left on graves may be removed at the discretion of the Council, if in the Council’s opinion, they have become unsightly or are falling apart.

5.
A small number of ornaments may be placed on graves.  Owners should note that glass and breakable items are not suitable as grave ornaments.

Cigarettes and containers of alcohol may not be left on graves.  Any items left on graves which are deemed unsuitable by the Council will be removed.  Such items will be held by the Cemetery Attendant and may be collected by the donor.  Any such items not collected within one month will be disposed of.

6.
Any vases or other decorative items placed on graves should be kept within the boundary of the grave.  If a kerb set is fitted, any items placed on the grave should be within the kerb set.  Items placed outside the grave boundary will be removed.
7.
All litter, dead flowers, cuttings, etc. must be placed in the bins provided.

8.
Following an interment, any wreaths around the grave will be removed by the Cemetery Attendant two weeks from the Sunday following the interment, or as soon as practicable thereafter.

Any person who may have a special request regarding the disposal of flowers or wreaths should contact the Council.

GENERAL

1.
Dogs must be kept on a lead at all times.  Owners must not allow their dogs to foul in the Cemetery.  
2.
Cycling is not permitted in the Cemetery.
3.
The Council is not responsible for any loss or damage to headstones, kerb or border sets, memorials, planting, flowers or ornaments or any other items placed on graves by owners.
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
