2026/002	Declarations of Interest

2026/003	Public Participation

2026/004	Approval of Minutes of the Parish Council meeting on 10th November 2025
The minutes of the meeting for 10th November 2025 were approved.

2026/005	Matters Arising & Action Points from previous meetings
· Bench at cemetery – The Parish Council bench is currently on hold, pending stock of new benches. A new memorial bench will be sited near the bank; size and specifications are yet to be confirmed. Installation methods were discussed, and it was agreed that metal ground spikes and loose slabs would be recommended.
· Open letter to Aster – The open letter to Aster has been sent and a response has been received. Dorset Councillor Taylor has responded to Aster and has requested an in-person meeting. It was noted that while Aster is building smaller and more affordable houses, these are not being delivered within the parish. Concerns were raised that Aster is not adequately maintaining its existing housing stock.
It was questioned whether this matter could be raised with the local MP; however, it was acknowledged that there may be limited scope for action. Councillors also queried what steps other councils that have objected are taking; this will be followed up with Dorset Council. The possibility of first refusal being offered to tenants’ families was also discussed.
Action: Clerk to forward the letter to Aster to Ian Simms at Dorset Council.
· Quote for Relocation of Pound Wall Noticeboard – A quote of approximately £350 has been received for the relocation of the Pound Wall noticeboard. This was accepted and approved. The work is planned for completion during the summer.

2026/007	Reports from the Dorset Councillors

Dorset Report  Morden Parish Council January 11.1.2026 
Many initiatives by Dorset Housing Board on tracking Brown field sites feasible for houses  -Not many found mostly maximum size of area would allow only 1 or 2 dwellings which make them more expensive for RPs to build affordable homes. 
Empty properties, - We have set up schemes to help people with houses which have been empty for more than 2 years to move through probate and either sell or rent to Dorset Council and grants to get houses modernised.  
Private landlords – several events have been organised to meet private landlords and understand their actions on evictions and how they will use the Rent Reform Act this spring.   
There has been a turnover in staff in the Housing department so not much has happened in the last 3 weeks. 
Aster Housing has responded to criticism by sending information on their plans and policies to Councillors.
A response to our Morden letter to Chief Exec of Aster Housing. 
Farms Panel and Planning applications in East Dorset have taken up much time.  
The gritters have been active for the last 2 weeks, which over Christmas Bank Holidays can lead to disruption in bin collections 
Cllr Steve Robinson, as Cabinet Member for Adult Social Care, has been working on the development of the council’s budget. This includes protecting vital services for older people and those who rely on care, while ensuring value for money for taxpayers. We are expecting the results of our recent Care Quality Commission (CQC) inspection in March, and remain committed to maintaining high standards of care across Dorset. 
Morden Parish, Most of the road and field hedges have been cut, improving road junction visibility but leaving debris on the road which blocks soe road gutters and gripes.  
The B3075 is still on the gritting map as it is a strategic link between wareham and Blandford.  
All the parish grit bins are full. Two have ‘lost’ the shovels which should be in 2 more have been ordered.  
The tarmac edges on Cockett hill lane are breaking away, - they are being reported. Although there has been torrential rain. No properties have had internal flooding though it was a close run thing at the pub.  
The Community Bus now comes through the village twice a week – on Tuesday it goes to Poole and on Thursday to Blandford.

2026/008	Village Reports
Morden Village Hall (MVH) 
The hall was very busy up to mid-December with weekday meetings and several parties but quieter over the Xmas break.  January and February are steady.
The Morden Quiz on Friday 14 November was as enjoyable and challenging as ever
The Morden Xmas lunch was excellent and very well attended.  The Xmas Bingo was also very popular.
The wreath and Xmas decoration workshop was a great success again.
The bench in memory of Myrtle Whitelock is awaiting installation. The tree is ordered.
The committee are exploring options to upgrade the heating system in the main hall, possibly to air source heat pumps.

2026/009	Governance Tasks 

i) To update on online banking arrangements – online payments are in the process of being set up so the Parish Council can move away from cheques.
ii) To discuss moving to a .gov.uk email address and website – Cllr Mathers and the Clerk met with HugoFox to discuss a new parish council website and .gov.uk email addresses. The website’s appearance and ease of use were noted, and it was confirmed to be GDPR and WCAG compliant. It was recommended that the Parish Council move to the HugoFox platform at a cost of £9.99 per month, with email addresses at £2.49 per month. This was approved with all in agreement.
iii) To approve the 2026/27 budget and precept – The draft budget for 2026/27 was discussed in detail (see Appendix 1). Footpath and sign works, including the Yankee Gate and Neville’s Cross project will be met from CIL funds. Earmarked reserves will be looked at in March to support future expenditure on benches and the burial ground. Provision is also required for the purchase of a new portable goal.
It was proposed that the Parish Council should precept for the full budget requirement of £5,930, representing an increase of 9.48% or £3.35 for an average band D property.
Proposed by Cllr Mathers, seconded by Cllr Clew. RESOVLED with all in agreement. Article will go into the Parish Magazine to explain the rise.
iv) To approve the 2025/26 independent internal auditor – The independence of the proposed internal auditor was confirmed. It was agreed to appoint Barker Fox Associates to carry out the 2025/26 internal audit at a cost of £125.
