Minutes of the Ordinary Meeting held on 8th November 2022 at 5.00pm

A) Police Report – Not in attendance
B) Parishioners Question Time – none present
C) LVHMC, Mrs. K Walker, report – Mrs Walker gave an update stating that all Christmas events were organised and ready to go.
D) Cllr. Freeman, BDC, report – s106 monies – Cllr Freeman handed two documents to the council, which inform where the S106 monies has been allocated for the two developments in the area. A Lilley to try and scan on and send round the council – to be put on next times agenda
E) Cllr. S. Place, NCC, report – despite being invited Cllr S Place did not attend , it was noted that Cllr Place has not attended a meeting in the last 15 years and that it would be helpful if a ncc representative could attend each parish council meeting.

221102 Declarations of Interest. -  to be declared as and when one arises
221103 Minutes of previous meetings passed as a true record.  -  the minutes were proposed by Cllr K Walker and seconded by Cllr G Coe – Chair M Merrills duly signed them.
221104 Matters arising from minutes  - LVHMC agreement to be discussed in January meeting -
221105 Any nominations and applications for Hodsock/ Langold – no positions available
221106 Planning applications – none received
221107 Planning Decisions – none received
221108 Cemetery items from cemetery meeting and any other items: -

a) Sign for new piece of land – quote received - the quote was agreed in principle but A Lilley to ask what it would be just for the supply as G Coe offered to install the sign in the cemetery.
b) Pollarding of trees – it was noted that this was needed quite quickly. A Lilley to find out the cost from previous years.
c) Ceasing of pre sales - due to the complexity of pre sales of plots it was proposed by Cllr Merrills and seconded by Cllr K Walker that pre sales should no longer be allowed in the cemetery. A vote was taken and all were in favour.

221109 Reports from councillors:  - Cllr G Freeman reported that the road sweeper should be in the village in the next few days. The council stated that Anti-social behaviour was on the increase and asked the clerk to ask for an update on the ASBO teams visit to the area and to contact the police to ask for disbursal orders to be given in the village. The council also asked if the mobile speed unit be contacted and asked to visit as vehicles were constantly speeding through the village
2211010 Village Matters – 

a) Doncaster Rd Parking - a meeting is to take place on Monday 14th Nov at 2.30 pm with Sarah Hird form Viaem and Cllr S Place. Representatives from the council were asked to attend too. Cllr M Merrills, Cllr K Walker and Cllr G Coe all stated they would be present.
b) Gleeson development donation of £96000 to Harrison field facilities -  documents to be scanned and distributed around the councillors
c) Rhubarb Farm £3 food bag – Representative from Langold Dyscarr to attend. -  Two representatives from Langold School attended to discuss the Rhubarb Farm initiative, currently school run a weekly community service that allows parishioners to buy a bag of food for £3. The food would be deemed ‘surplus’ and would normally have gone to waste. This service allows the food to be utilised and bought at a low rate allowing parishioners to buy more food than they normally would for £3. The School however cannot be seen to ‘trade’ and so need a third party to pay invoices and bank monies. It was hoped that the third party would then donate back to the school any profits. Cllr K Walker proposed that the initiative be backed by Hodsock Parish Council and Cllr M Merrills seconded this, a vote was taken and all were in favour.  A Lilley to coordinate the setting up of the system.

2211011 Youth Issues – The ASBO team are to be chased up regarding their visit and asked to visit Doncaster Rd, Harrison drive and ‘the adventure’ playground. 

Pursuant to section 1(2) of the Public Bodies (Admission to meetings) Act 1960 it is resolved that, because of the confidential nature of the business to be transacted, the public and press leave the meeting during consideration of the following items:

2211012 Finance & Office Matters

a) Finance report. –Sept & Oct – A Lilley gave an overview of income and expenditure and the closing bank balance. A Lilley reported on the ring-fenced reserves.
b) Ceasing of donations - Cllr M Merrills stated that the Parish council was not a charity and didn’t budget to make donations. She felt that it wouldn’t be appropriate to add donations onto the precept in January due to the cost of living crisis and therefore proposed that all donations to be stopped. Cllr J McClune stated that it may be an idea to put a standard figure on a donation that all groups would receive if applied for. Cllr K Walker seconded Cllr M Merrills proposal that donations be stopped. A vote was taken with 5 for and 4 against. The motion was carried that donations be stopped. It was asked if this could be put on the January agenda so that it could be reviewed at the precept setting.

2211014 Any other business :-
a) Cllr D Hamilton asked if the council would think about offering the village hall as a ‘warm’ space if needed over winter. The council agreed to think about it but thought that the supervision of this may be hard due to people working.
