Apologies - Resolved to receive and accept apologies from Cllr J Dunkley
December cheques were signed and it was agreed that Cllr I French and L Brown authorise the BACS payments week commencing 15th December 2014.

Discussion took place regarding the proposed budget for 2015/16

Income

a) Local comparison fees were gathered by the Registrar in respect of plots and interments after discussion it was RESOLVED  to increase the cemetery fees by 50% as from 1st April 2015 and review the charges again next year.

b) Village Voice – RESOLVED not to increase the fees for 2015
c) Projector, screen and display boards.  RESOLVED to charge a fee of £25.00 deposit and £25.00 hire for up to 1 day.

d) Precept – RESOLVED to increase the precept from £75,491 to £77,755 for 2015/16

Expenditure

a) Grant requests – 1-100 club and Friday Club had not requested a grant payment for 2015/16.  The Darby and Joan Friendship Club had sent in some information for a grant however as the parish council paid for the Wellibus service for members no further grant was offered.  A request had been made from the Historical Society for a grant to celebrate 20 years in 2015.  Provision of a capital grant had been made for the Sports Association.

b) Details of the village street furniture were discussed and agreed

c) RESOLVED that Green Garden Craft look after the War Memorial gardens, cemetery gardens and village planting areas as per their quotation of £700.00 pa March to October.  This also included a tidy up ready for the Remembrance Day Service in November.

d) RESOLVED that provision be made for a fence to surround the skate park

e) Neighbourhood Plan – RESOLVED that provision be made within the budget of £5000 in order for the plan to be completed.

Contractors

a) RESOLVED Grass maintenance and cemetery grass cutting contract awarded to Mowerman to be paid over 12 monthly payments

b) RESOLVED war memorial and cemetery gardens be awarded to Green Garden Craft

c) RESOLVED repaid of seats to be awarded to Niall Morton

d) RESOLVED painting of play equipment in recreation ground toddler area awarded to Niall Morton

e) RESOLVED repair of the concrete at the Little Irchester War Memorial awarded to P Gosling
f) RESOLVED Irchester War Memorial access. Path and railings, Lt Irchester notice board and bus shelter be awarded to N Greenhalf, change of website domain name awarded to Sublime Media, seats and benches HAGS for skate park and fence to skatepark to be agreed
