		The Chair gave his report and items to note:

· Graffiti on the sport field shelter, vandalised the field shelter, the litter bin, the bench, and the bus shelter in the village; plus, a stolen bench on the bridge – these incidents have been reported to the police
· Repairs to the barriers along the A1 have taken place
· The Church and sports field are looking well, thank you to James and Nikki with the ongoing grass cutting
· The Dog Warden is monitoring the sports field and play area
· The Chair thanked the Councillors for donating 74hours of their time during the month
· The Chair thanked the Memorial Hall Committee for their work which is an asset to the village

		Mr Oldbury gave an update on the Neighbourhood Plan (NP) review group. 

An application has been submitted to Locality, which is a funding body, for £10k funding money for the work to review the NP. Further funding will then be available for the group to carry out the work that will need to be done to get the NP through for adoption. This work will only happen with the support of the residents by taking part in events, presentations, and consultations. During these events it will be at that point you can say, yes, we like the ideas put forward or no if you don’t. When the group receive the resident’s opinions, then they can build them into the NP which does have to be voted in by the residents; therefore, the NP will reflect the residents want.

The group is meeting monthly and currently, and the NP review will be looking at Housing, development boundaries which will restrict where housing can be built, green space areas and other things.

· A bench was ripped up off its base and thrown onto a fence
· A bench from the bottom of the bridge has been stolen
· A bus shelter in the village has been vandalised 
· Damage caused to the small BMX surface by motorbikes
