5. To review on going response to coronavirus – update from COVID19 volunteers including possible uses of £500 donation from NCC
Chairman reported on a virtual meeting which had taken place on 10th June 2020 confirming that no requests had been received from COVID-19 volunteers; the group had also indicated that as the lockdown eases the group would be winding down.
Approved the funding to be used as follows:
· Insurance expenses for volunteer group if needed
· Genuine out of pocket expenses incurred by group members provided supported by receipts
· Printing of the fliers/posters
· Monthly Cost of “Zoom”
Cllr. S.Saddington supported the above & confirmed the funding would not have to be returned as it could be utilised as the Parish Council felt necessary. 
Chairman reported on a positive trip to Calverton recycling centre & found all personnel extremely helpful.
6. Reports from County & District Councillors

· Network Rail barriers - There had been 2 unsuccessful virtual meetings with various Network Rail personnel (who knew nothing about barriers & barrier system) along with Cllr. R.Jackson.  A further meeting is being arranged & hopefully the correct Network Rail Personnel (who will be able to address the problems) will be in attendance.

· NCC Update reported support for carers; concessionary travel before 9.30am ends 15th June 2020; Employment benefit support; Holme Pierrepont open; temporary changes to Newark & Southwell Town centres to assist with keeping safe & social distancing for when shops re-open.

N & S D C Cllr. R.Blaney reported the following:
· Request been received for a memorial seat in Morton opposite The Full Moon on Main Street. – refer to comments from NCC Cllr. SS above.  Cllr. Blaney expressed his pleasure that permission had been granted for up to an 8ft. bench.
Parish Council unanimously supported.
· Stonewold Planning application – planning application process was explained in detail & how a District Councillor has the right to request an application, which had been decided by officers, could be appealed & sent to committee for consideration; if that stage failed the Councillor also had a right for it to be referred to the CEO for further consideration towards it going to Committee. Cllr. Blaney had requested the said application to go to the CEO for consideration & would keep Fiskerton-cum-Morton Council updated.  Approved Fiskerton-cum-Morton Parish Council support this action & Chairman/Clerk to write to N & S D C reinforcing their objection to the application including impact on the view and street scene approaching the village from Bleasby.  View already compromised by a decision involving a neighbouring property & “2 wrongs don’t make a right”. Cllrs. AP/JL/LM were prepared to attend the relevant committee meeting.
