- The Access & Design Heritage statement does not show a survey for the upper floors and potential heritage aspects for noting
- The roof light, to the front of the development is not felt to be in keeping with the heritage character of the listed building.

7. Late applications and planning related issues
3PL/2015/0917/O – Outline planning permission for the erection of up to 185 dwellings (including details of access). Land to South of Norwich Road, Swaffham. MLN (Land & Properties) 
It was noted that Cllr Scott would be attending the Breckland Planning meeting on Monday 30th September to represent Swaffham Town Council.

The Committee discussed a number of issues that Cllr Scott agreed to raise at the meeting: footpath in the middle of the development and the boundary buffer zone facing onto Hillside, North Pickenham Road.

Cllr Scott agreed to provide an update at the next Council meeting.

Street Names Persimmon Homes. – a request had been received from Persimmon Homes for potential street names for the new development on Norwich Road. A list of previously agreed names was circulated at the meeting and the Committee proposed that with the town’s close link with RAF Marham that the names of planes flown at RAF Marham would be a good choice given the forthcoming 75th Anniversary celebrations of VE/VJ Day next year.

I was agreed to circulate the Street name list of RAF Marham planes to the wider Council and ask for their 10 choices, with the overall top ten choices being put forward to Persimmon Homes by 11th October 2019.
